   Austinite Lynn Baker made it two-
in-a row as her squad captured the
Women’s Board-A-Match Teams in
Denver, having won the Wagar
Women’s Knockout in Atlanta this
summer.  Lynn’s team has almost
secured a bye to the semifinals of the
Women’s International Team Trials for
the 2007 Venice Cup, and the cycle is
only half over.  A very impressive
accomplishment indeed!
   Shawn and Joe Quinn of Houston
topped a field of 115 teams to capture
the North American Swiss Teams for
the second time.  The first was in 1993,
before Shawn was a Texan or even a
Quinn for that matter!  (she was Shawn
Womack from Irvine, California, back
then).  Married couples are not known
for their success in open events, so
Shawn and Joe deserve a special round
of applause for their win.  In second
place, less than four IMPs behind, were
Dan Morse of Houston, Nagy Kamil
of Plano, and Ira Hessel (aka “the
Monkey”) and Greg Hinze of San
Antonio.  Ira is District 16’s unofficial
“court jester,” and a frequent winner
at Texas tournaments.  It’s nice to see
him attain success at the national level.
Congratulations to him and his
teammates.

   Mildred Breed and Claudette
Hartman of Austin finished second in
the Life Master Women’s Pairs,
missing first by a whisker.  An NABC
and world champion, Mildred is
undoubtedly familiar to the Scorecard’s
loyal readers, but Claudette may not
be.  You’ll recognize her immediately—
always smiling, even-tempered, and a
wonderful disposition at the table,
regardless of the result, thereby
distinguishing herself from virtually
everyone else in the room!  “Brava!”
to this worthy duo.
   Many District 16 players had top-
ten finishes in national events.  Mike
Passell, Plano, was 3/4 in the Senior
KO, while John Sutherlin, Dallas,
finished 5/8.  George Rosenkranz,
Mexico City, and Eddie Wold,
Houston, finished third in the Open
B-A-M.   George also had a ninth-place
finish in the N.A. Swiss.  Esta Van
Zandt and Pat Levy, Houston, finished
eighth in the LM Women’s Pairs, and
Petra Hamman, Dallas, and Nancy
Passell, Plano, were tenth.  Mildred
Breed and Shawn Quinn were fourth
in the Women’s B-A-M, with Esta Van
Zandt and Pat Levy in seventh place.
   The Spring 2006 NABC will be held
right here in Dallas, so it’s incumbent
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on every District 16 player to come
out and support the dedicated
volunteers who have been working for
years to ensure that the tournament is
a success.

Mildred Breed, Peggy Sutherlin and
Dan Morse.
FINANCE: A budget for 2006 was
approved.  In order to balance the
budget fees had to be raised. Dues were
not raised but Club fees, STaC sanction
fees, Sectional Surcharge’s, NABC
entry fees were all raised for 2006.
TOURNAMENTS:  After years of

discussion and experimentations with
various formulas for our premier team
events a new formula (developed by
board member Bill Arlinghaus) was
approved. Depending on the number
of teams there will be head-on matches,
byes, and 4 way matches (with 3 teams
surviving) on day one. Starting on day
2, all matches will be head-on.
   New residency requirements for
participation in NAP and GNT events
will go into effect for the 2006-07
events. Anyone who may be affected
by the stricter requirements should
contact the ACBL for details.
(Especially in the Super Flight).
   In scheduling and sanctioning
tournaments a coordinator must now
submit his Regional sanction at least
THREE years in advance, his sectional
sanctions at least ONE year in advance.
An arbitration board will be established
to resolve tournament sanction
conflicts.
   Effective July 1, 2006 except for
charity events and games limited to
players with less than 20 masterpoints.
The extra fee for non-members and
non-dues-paying life members will be
$2.00 per session at Regionals and
$1.00 per session at Sectionals.
CLUBS: The Windows version of
ACBL score that we have long
anticipated should be available on the
ACBL web site to download in January
2006.
MEMBERSHIP: An amnesty program
will begin January 1, 2006 and end June
30, 2006. Upon payment of their
membership dues/service fees, people
whose membership had lapsed shall be
credited with all masterpoints which
were earned during the lapsed
membership period.
JUNIORS: Check out the new and
approved bridgeiscool.com web site.
The issue of holding another ACBL
World Junior Bridge Camp in the
summer of 2007 was deferred until
Dallas. A straw poll showed a majority
of the Board approved.
APPEALS & CHARGES:  The ACBL
Code of Disciplinary Regulations was
revised. For those interested, the
revised Code should be available on the
ACBL web site.
MEMBERSHIP: Once a month,
management will notify each affected
unit of all Life Members who have
moved out of a unit to an unknown
location and unpaid life members who
have had no contact with ACBL for 2
years. Unless informed to the contrary
each such Life Member will be
transferred into a special holding unit
not associated with any of the 25
districts. Once a year, a list of the life
members who have been so transferred
will be sent to the appropriate units.
WORLD BRIDGE: The International
Mind Sports Organization (IMSO) was
formed. The four founding members
are the World Bridge Federation
(WBF), the International Federation of
Chess (Fide), the International GO
Federation (IGF) and the World
Draughts Federation (FMJD). This
group has the support of the General
Association of International Sports
Federations (GAISF).  The IMSO is
exploring holding a joint World
Championship possibly in 2008.
   Going to an NABC is one of the best
bridge experiences a player can have. I
hope those of you who have not done
so will make your vacation plays
around the Dallas National and give it
a try.

   As 2005 comes to a close, Greg Hinze
of San Antonio is the favorite to lead
District 16 in total masterpoints for
the year. With just two Regional weeks
left on the ACBL Bridge calendar, Greg
leads our district by 68 points over
Bob Morris of Houston.  Past winners
of District 16 include some truly great
players with International reputations.
   Greg was first introduced to kitchen-
bridge by his Mom in mid 1996. He
quickly developed a strong liking for
the game and avidly read the daily
columns in the local paper.  He won
his first duplicate game playing with
Jeanie Love and went on to become a
Life Master in only one and a half
years.  A mere eight years after that, he
is on the verge of leading the district in
total points for the 2005 calendar year.
He is also second among all the Gold
Life masters in the ACBL!
   Greg won his first National
Championship in 2004 when he won
the North American Swiss Teams in
New Orleans partnered with Nagy
Kamel.  During the recent Fall Nationals
in Denver he placed 2nd in the same
event, less than 2 VP’s behind the
winners.  One consolation for Greg was
the second place finish completed a
series of having placed first thru fifth
in National Events. Quite an
achievement for a player who has only
recently begun playing at the National
Tournaments.
   This year Greg tested his fortunes at
professional bridge and has developed

a national reputation, winning
Regionals on the Atlantic and Pacific
Coasts as well as Canada. When not
playing professionally his favorite
partners are Patty “Cakes” Lozano,
Nagy Kamel, Justin Lall, and Ira Hessel.
   Greg and Nagy have developed a
very strong partnership that has
impressed both his opponents and
teammates alike.  They have aggressive
initial actions but use a strong
disciplined framework of agreements.
While their overcalls, preempts and
openings can be categorized as bold,
they couple that with a system that
covers most of the situations that they
encounter. They diligently work at
improving and refining the system.
Greg has recently co-developed, with
a west coast player, a convention
against 1 NT called Hinzu that is
gathering quite a following.
   Although Greg frequently finds
himself in difficult contracts due to his
bold bidding style, the experience of
being in these situations has keenly
developed his declarer expertise. Greg
was at the wheel on this hand at a
recent local sectional partnered with
“Cakes.”

   The contract was 6N by South, and
the opening lead was the 7S. Greg
treated the lead as fourth-best and won
the trick with the J.  Hoping for good
luck with clubs, Greg got the bad news,
as West showed out. Greg won the ace,

cashed the SA to confirm the spade
distribution and led the H4.  When East
played the H8, failing to split honors,
Greg played the 9!  Now East’s 1-4-2-
6 distribution provided the basis for
an endplay.  Greg cashed 3 rounds of
diamonds (pitching a club), and the SK.
East had to hold 3 hearts (or else Greg
would cash the CK, pitching one of his
2 losers, and win 3 hearts). Greg took
the heart finesse, cashed the A of
hearts, and threw East in with the small
heart. East had to lead a club into the
KJ!
   An example of Greg’s creative
defense comes from the Blue Ribbons
last year in Orlando.   After a revealing
auction (against world class
competition) that indicated that
dummy had a strong hand and declarer
a weak distributional one, Greg found
the lead of his second highest club from
AQxx! Dummy hit with Kxxx, and
declarer a convenient 10xx. This lead
provided the opportunity for Greg’s
partner to signal with the doubleton J
when Declarer ducked and get a third
round ruff. (Notice the word
“opportunity”.)
   Greg’s continuing search for
improvement in his game as well as his
outstanding demeanor at the table are
indeed impressive. Whether he is
playing with an accomplished player
or with a less experienced partner or
student, he is he always courteous and
supportive, particularly when clear
errors have been made. His team was
leading after 23 rounds won the last
match of the North American Swiss
Teams in Denver by 3 IMPs but needed
5 more to take first place. As the final
comparison began, Greg, along with his
teammates, each tried to take
responsibility-not unlike Spartacus’s
comrades 21 centuries ago.  Greg’s
winning attitude serves to inspire his
partners, as he naturally and
effortlessly brings out the best in them
all. We should all try to catch some of
this rising star!

Education Foundation: Yearly when
you pay your annual dues, please add

This fund is used to support the many
educational grants and programs for our
youth. In September 2004, $4,051.00
was collected; however, this year, for
the same period only $2,150.00 was
collected.
Why Don’t you join the ACBL?:
Interestingly, when asked the level of
importance placed on reasons for
joining the ACBL, clubs with 10+
games placed the least importance on
“support the fame of bridge…”
   Also for the first time, club officials
were asked if they offer lessons. Again,

there is no surprise that lessons are
provided at 95% of clubs with 10+
games and only 45% of clubs with one
game a week. When asked why they
do not provide lessons…lack of space,
time and available teachers were
repeated over and over. When asked
what the ACBL could do to help, the
answer generally was “nothing.”
Surcharge for Non-Dues Paying
Players: Except for Charity Events or
events limited to players with fewer
than 20 mps. A. For all sectionals
beginning after 1 July 2006, the
sponsoring organization shall charge an
additional fee of at least $1.00 per
person per session for non-members
and non-service fee playing LMs. B.
For all regionals beginning after 1 July
2006, the sponsoring organization shall
charge an additional fee of at least $2.00
per person per session for non-
members and non-service fee paying
LMs. C. It is suggested that the sale
signage present this as a discount to
members. D. The additional fee shall
be retained by the sponsoring
organization.
Holding Unit for Certain Unpaid
Life Members:  Once a month,
Management will notify each affected
unit and district of all: 1. Life Members
who have moved out of a unit to an
unknown location; 2. Unpaid Life
Members who have had no contact
with ACBL for the previous two years.
Unless informed to the contrary, each
such Life Member will be transferred
into a special holding unit not
associated with any of the 25 districts.
Once a year, a List of the Life Members
who have been so transferred will be
sent to the appropriate units.
Regional Tournament Allocations:
1. All Regionals are allocated to

Districts. A District may conduct its
Regionals or allocate them to Units
within the District. 2. Each District is
allocated four Regionals which may be
either Open or Senior. In addition, a
District is allowed the following on an
annual basis; a. One Junior Regional b.
One 0-199er Regional, or one 0-299er
Regional, or one Non-Life Master
Regional. Each District is allowed to
split two of its Regionals. 3. In addition
to its four allocated Regionals, a
District with 9,000 to 12,000 members
is allocated one additional Regional
each year; a District with 12,001 to
15,000 members is allocated two
additional Regionals each year; a
District with more than 15,001
members will be allocated three
additional Regionals each year. District
16 has 8,784 members.
Dues/Service Fee Amnesty
Program: Management to implement
an amnesty program beginning 1
January 2006 and ending 30 June 2006.
Upon payment of the member dues/
service fees, people whose membership
has lapsed shall be credited with all
masterpoints which were earned during
the lapsed membership period.
Memberships: Total active
membership as of 31 October 2005 was
155,458. This is 87 members fewer
than 2004. Our total number of paying
members is flat (16+) compared to last
year. Following the YTD trend, active
unpaid life members continues to
decrease.
   31 October is the annual date in
which those unpaid life members who
had no activity for at least 24 months,
are moved off our rolls. We are
proposing to begin doing this on a
month by month basis in order to be as
accurate as possible every month.

   This article will continue our
discussion on defense from the column
in the September/October issue. If you
will remember last time I focused on
your approach and mind set when
defending a notrump contract. This
issue will focus on defending a trump
contract.
   When defending a trump contract
your needs are completely different.
Importance shifts from long suits to
short suits. The position of your honor
cards is more critical, mostly due to an
increase in the cost of being wrong.
   Let us look at opening leads. The first
choice is any suit bid by partner.
Partner bid it and you should lead it
unless you are absolutely certain that
another choice will defeat the contract.
The rule is … if you don’t lead
partner’s suit and because of that fail
to defeat the contract, then it is 100%
your fault. The next choice for an
opening lead is any unbid suit headed
by AK or KQ. Worst leads include a
suit headed by the A (without the K).
Pick another suit. Leading from this
suit (either the A or small) on the
opening lead is very likely to be wrong
for your side.

   Think of things this way. You should
strive to capture an honor from declarer
with your ace. If you lead it declarer is
highly unlikely to throw an honor
underneath it. Wait and let partner or
declarer play the suit so that you have
a better chance of “charging” declarer
an honor for the privilege of winning
your ace.
  I often have students tell me they
have heard that you should never lead
away from a king against a trump
contract. I have a problem with any
statement that includes the words
“never” or “always.” The truth of the
matter is that it can be dangerous to
lead from a king against a trump
contract. Why? It is because if you are
wrong, the cost can be high.
   Let us say you pick a suit like Kxxxx
and lead small. If partner has the A or
AQ you are fine. If declarer holds the
AQ you have given declarer something
he could not do on his own (win the
Q). If the dummy holds the Q and
declarer the A then a similar situation
exists because declarer can win the Q
without ever giving you an
opportunity to win the K (such as if
he tried a finesse on his own). If you
do give declarer an easy trick your

chances or winning a trick later with
the king are reduced. Change your
holding to Kxxx and the danger still
exists but there is a higher survival rate
(if you are wrong you an increased
chance of winning a trick later with the
king later). Reduce your holding to Kxx
and your chances of surviving if things
are wrong are improved yet again. The
bottom line is that leading from a king
can be dangerous. With all other things
equal I would rather lead from Kxxx
then from Kxxxx and rather lead from
Kxx than Kxxx. It is simply a matter of
hoping for the best but planning for
the worst.
   Now let us consider the general
defensive plan. In a trump contract
each side suit will go around twice on
average before someone runs out. As a
defender it is twice as likely that
declarer and dummy will run out as it
is partner (there are two hands for
declarer and only one for partner).
Because of this the requirements for a
sequence are reduced. Defending a no
trump contract we required three cards
in a row beginning with an honor to
qualify as a sequence (KQJ, QJ10,
J109, 1098). Since most side suits run
out after two rounds, against a trump

contract two cards are enough. You
should lead high from any suit headed
by KQ, QJ, J10, or 109.
   Additionally you should think of a
defensive plan in three approximate
stages; beginning play, mid play, and
end play. During the first few tricks
(beginning play roughly tricks 1
through 3) your first task is usually to
cash any winners you and partner hold
in the side suits. Secondarily you work
to establish tricks that can be cashed
when next you gain the lead. During
the mid play (roughly tricks 4 through
7) you should re-evaluate your plan
and cash any established winners.
During the end play (roughly tricks 8
through 13) most of your tricks will
come from trump situations. During
this stage it is rarely correct to lead
trump but instead try to set up and
take advantage of positions that allow
you and/or partner to score trump
tricks independently. There are
obviously exceptions to the above
scenario, but it is the flow more often
than not.
   Another comment I hear frequently
is, “Never give declarer a ruff-sluff.”
There is that never word is again. Just
what is a ruff-sluff? A defender leads a

side suit in which declarer is void in
both the dummy and closed hand. The
play allows declarer to discard a loser
from one hand while trumping in the
other. Good for declarer, bad for you.
It is not something that declarer can
execute by himself. He needs your help
to do it.
   So it is a bad thing and is to be avoided
at all times, right? Not so fast. In the
end game declarer frequently has no
side suit losers (remember you were
busy cashing them earlier). If that is
the case then a ruff-sluff only affords
him an opportunity to discard a winner
while trumping in the other hand. If
declarer wants to trump his winners
why should you stop him? There is no
advantage to declarer and a possible
advantage to you because you may be
able to promote or develop a trump
trick from this approach.
   In closing, try to develop a process
where your thinking directs you to set
up and cash winners early and then try
to take advantage of any trump
positions later. If an early trump
position is available, by all means take
it. But try to learn to think through a
complete plan first.
   Let me hear from you.
