   Tobi Sokolow of Austin made history
when she became the first American,
man or woman, to win the Generali
World Master Individual, held in Sep-
tember in Verona, Italy.  This event,
sponsored by an Italian insurer, is held
every two years (though the 2002 edi-
tion was cancelled after 9/11).  Here’s
how it works: The World Bridge Fed-
eration invites 52 of the world’s top
men and 28 of the world’s top women
to participate in an “individual” com-
petition.  Every man plays two hands
with every other man, and each woman
plays three hands with every other
women.  Everyone uses the same con-
vention card (“French standard”), the
same leads (fourth best), and the same
carding.  No private agreements are al-
lowed.  This uniformity places a pre-
mium on bidding judgment (should I bid
game?), defense, and declarer play.  The
key to winning an individual is getting
the best game from your various part-
ners.  Why?  Because your scores are
identical for the boards you play to-
gether.  If your partner plays well for
those two or three hands, you benefit,
too.  If not….
   Unlike Norberto Bocchi of Italy, who
overtook the leader on the last board to
win the men’s event, Tobi led the
women’s from the start.  She won the
first session with a 65% game, won the
second with close to 60%, and was sixth
in the final session with a 55%.  Tobi
gave two reasons for her success: she
had some luck and she got the best out
of her 27 partners.
   Tobi’s favorite hand in Verona was
not from the individual, but from a pair
game, playing with her regular partner:

    Tobi benefited from the favorable lead
of a small diamond, winning this trick
in dummy with the Q.  Still, she only
had 11 tricks.  No problem: Tobi ex-
ecuted a squeeze-endplay!  At trick two,
she led a spade to the K, winning.  When
she ran her seven clubs and played the
diamond A, East was squeezed in the
majors.  In the three-card ending, Tobi
threw him in with the spade A, and he
had to lead a heart into dummy’s AQ!
Piece of cake!
   For her victory, Tobi won a gold medal,
a beautiful Venetian glass platter, and a
fistful of cash in the form of crisp, new
$50 bills!  (I felt like I was laundering
money depositing it in the bank).  Best
of all, Tobi automatically gets invited
back to all Generali events in the future.
Now if only I can get them to invite
spouses….
   Other District 16 participants in the
Men’s Division were Bobby Wolff, Dal-
las, who came in seventh overall, John
Mohan, Mexico, and Bob Hamman,
Dallas.

But
right now I am feeling very grateful for
a number of things: a mother and sisters
who forced me to take up the game; the
many delightful people whom I have
met at the bridge table; pleasant and
patient partners; and the directors and
volunteers whose efforts make the
games possible.
