    DALLAS-More than 4,000
enthusiastic bridge players from the
United States and several foreign
countries will converge on the
Hyatt Regency Dallas at Reunion
for an 11-day tournament
sanctioned by American Contract
Bridge League (ACBL).  The
tournament runs from Thursday,
March 30 through Sunday, April 9,
2006.
   It’s not every day that raw novices
can rub shoulders and play the most
challenging card game with world
champions.  Actually, less
experienced players usually feel
much more comfortable competing
against those who have similar
skills. There’s something for every
level of play in Dallas.  Seniors,
youngsters and those in between
can play from breakfast time until
well past midnight. Indeed, there
will be numerous events for people
with various numbers of
masterpoints from 0 to well over
20,000.  A masterpoint is an award
for excellent play.  There is no prize
money such as in poker or
blackjack.
   In addition to many of the world’s
top players, business moguls such
as Bill Gates and Warren Buffet,
celebrities such as Omar Shariff, and
scientists such as Dr. George
Rosenkranz (aged Mexican founder
of Syntex Corporation) are often
seen at these bridge tournaments.
   The NABC will have a significant
economic impact on Dallas. The
tournament is estimated to generate
over $4.5 million in revenue for the
city.
   The Championships are open to
the public and can be viewed at no
charge.  The public may join in the
play for a nominal fee. Top-notch
bridge teachers/speakers will offer
game tips and a large display of
bridge books and paraphernalia will
be available. Many players wear
bridge or card garb. Players without
partners are matched up, generally
with a player who has similar skills.

   Bidding boxes are used instead
of players verbally bidding.  This
way, intonation is not given.
Directors, who are like referees,
monitor play.
   An estimated 10,000 tables are
expected to be in play organized by
ACBL, which is headquartered in
Memphis, Tenn. After a steady loss
in membership, ACBL has recently
noted an increase.  There are
160,000 members in the U.S.,
Canada, Mexico and Bermuda.
There are approximately 3,500
bridge clubs affiliated with ACBL.
   Many bridge enthusiasts can also
play online in their computer, 24
hours a day, seven days a week.
Some seek to have bridge take a
place at the Olympic table as a sport
of the mind.  Bridge enthusiasts
sometimes point out that the brain
is as important as the muscles.
Physicians have found that bridge
playing stimulates the mind and can
help to ward off maladies such as
dementia and senility or other loss
of mental faculties.
   The same hands are played by
every duo or team and the
tournament scores how well a pair/
team plays as compared with its
competition.  Etiquette and
courtesy are emphasized. in the
three such international events
annually, smaller tournaments and
individual bridge clubs.  Some
professional players earn six-figure
incomes from clients.
   The Hyatt Dallas is close to the
West End, a fun area with great
restaurants, entertainment and
shopping.  Of course, Dallas is the
home to Neiman Marcus.
   What’s that you say?  You can’t
play much because you have
young kids?  Affordable childcare
is available.

*Most advanced players would say
that E should not open 2C due to the
lack of high card points.  1S would do
nicely. West led the D A
 In his commentary, Alan
acknowledged that all bridge hands are
equally likely-or unlikely.  “In practice,
a few rather abnormal hands are just a
fraction more likely than the others.”
You can probably recall some weird 2-
suiters. Most Valley View pairs
reached the unbeatable 7-S contract
with the E-W cards; some were
doubled.
   At our table, as shown, I chose to
combine some high strategy and a poker
expressionless face. However, I con-
fess that I felt like falling out of my
chair at my partner’s two vulnerable
overcalls over 2C from her right.
   I declined to support my partner’s
hearts until the 7 level. (In reality, there
was nothing I wouldn’t do for her;
nothing that she wouldn’t do for me.
We went through life doing nothing for
one another.)
 Bob (west) thought a while before
doubling 7H, rather than bidding 7S.
He would likely take his D A and where
were his partner’s 2C points?

   If I had came in earlier to support
my partner’s Hs, Bob would have
likely bid 7 S. Note that there is a Grand
Slam to be made in either direction!
   Director Linda insisted that the deal
was for real. It had not been rigged.
The truth is that the hands were  truly
dealt by chance. My ex used to call
them ghoulie hands. (A ghoul is some-
one who robs graves and feeds on
corpses.)
  Anyhow, friends who I hadn’t heard
from in many years called to say that
they had read the column. Could you
have remained silent and kept your
composure through such vul bidding.

NOTE: The bridge world was very
saddened at the recent death of Alan
Truscott, who was bridge columnist for
The New York Times for 41 years. He
was also a great tournament player,
teacher and author.  To avoid any copy-
right infringement, I’m going to para-
phrase his column of June 23, 1984,
about an actual deal at Dallas’ Valley
View, when it was located on the south-
west corner of LBJ and Preston. Linda
Spangler was director that day.

   In 1987 or 88, my wife and I went to
San Antonio to play in an ABA
tournament. She was a beginner then.
The Mixed Pairs was played in a 9
round, 3 boards a round format. We
were EW, and at the 7th round we came
to a table where North was a tall, thin
man whose name I never learned, and
South was a woman from Houston who
had been described to me as “the Emma
Jean Hawes of the ABA”. I started
playing duplicate in Fort Worth in
1955, so this brought to mind expert
play, together with constant calm and
unfailing courtesy.
   On the first board they bid hearts
and the minors, and when South’s 3
diamond call came around to North, he
had to decide whether to risk 3
notrump with Q x x of spades. After
long thought, he passed. South had J x
x of spades. Traveling scores were being
used, and 3 notrump had been bid and
made at every other table.

and she had a red A for down one. The
traveler revealed that 3 notrump had
been bid and made at all the other tables.
   As our score was being entered,
“Emma Jean” said, “You know, partner,
I don’t think I am getting your best
efforts tonight”.

BEST EFFORTS
   The early auction on the second
board was much the same, and after
slightly less thought, North bid 3 no
trump. This time dummy had a small
doubleton, and his Q x x succumbed to
my wife’s (she was at his left) K J x x
x and my A x x. She won another trick,
so down two was the only EW plus
score.
   The third board started in the now
familiar way. My spade holding was A
K 4 2. Again, after some time, he bid 3
notrump over 3 diamonds. My wife
led the spade 5, and dummy had 7.6.3.
It had not been long since I had read
the Mollo Menagerie episode featuring
this suit alignment, so I had no
difficulty in winning trick one with the
A, and leading the deuce at trick two
without breaking tempo. North took
care of the breaking tempo department,
but after a pause that made his earlier
ponderings seem brief, he played the
10. My wife’s J won, and her third
and last spade gave us 4 spade tricks,

   There is a term used to describe
bridge players that is often heard. A
competent player is said to possess or
exhibit good “technique”. The
definition is not listed in The
Encyclopedia of Bridge. In Webster’s
Dictionary “technique” is defined as,
“The systematic procedure by which
a complex problem or scientific task is
accomplished.”  Just how does that
translate into this game we play?
   My favorite bridge author, Victor
Mollo, published the only good
reference I could find. In his The
Compleat Bridge Player he observes
that the technician knows just what to
do, though not always what makes him
do it. It does not involve psychology,
ego, greed, cunning, or daring. Mollo
concludes that “technique” comes in
three parts. A true student of the game
needs to master these three
accomplishments. To become a
“compleat” bridge player, one marked
by high proficiency, you must develop
good “technique.”
   The first element consists of simple
mechanics. This is the easiest of the
three. Here is a simple test to rate you
with regard to mechanics. As South in
a Swiss Team match, you are in 6S.
Plan the play with the ten of hearts
lead.

   The answer is to focus only on your
goal. Your goal is twelve tricks. With

no losers outside of trumps your
objective should be to minimize the
chance of losing more than one spade
trick. If you decided to take two
finesses then your chances of success
are about 75% but you failed the
mechanics quiz. The proper play is to
cash the ace then return to the South
hand and lead towards the Q103. Your
chances are significantly better, in fact
83%. An 8% better line is not to be
trifled with. Good mechanics can be
achieved through basic study of card
combinations.
   The second element consists of
intelligent anticipation. Each decision
you make with regard to bidding, play,
or defense must be analyzed with
regard to the bids or plays that may
follow it. Do you ask yourself what
the opponents will do in response to
your plays? How about your bids?
Often I have seen students pause at
the wrong time. If you use Blackwood
and then pause to think only after
hearing the response you are not doing
things in the proper order. The time to
think is before using Blackwood. What
responses can partner make and what
will you do in each case? Mollo
presents this hand as an example of
intelligent anticipation. You are in 6NT
in a matchpoint game with a heart lead.

   You win the heart in the North. Using
good mechanic skills you realize the
best play in spades is to finesse East,
not West, for the spade queen (Qxxx

can be picked off with East after first
cashing a top honor to protect against
singleton Q with West, while the
reverse is not true). You cash the spade
ace and run the spade ten. All follow
low to both plays. What now? With
the contract assured how do you play?
   If you cashed the remaining spade
tricks you might have a problem. Did
you assume that the clubs were running
and discard two low diamonds? If so
you will be surprised when the hand is
as follows:

   Only the diamond finesse will get
you the thirteenth trick. How would a
player with good “technique” play this
hand? After winning the spade ten,
stop and test clubs. If the club suit is
3-2 you have thirteen tricks. If not,
then you can safely discard clubs on
the spades and try the diamond finesse.
Learn not to play without thinking
ahead. In a hand such as the example,
before cashing spades, decide on the
discards you will make. Then consider
what effect that might have on future
play.
   The third element is simple
experience. You must learn from past
experience and see the proper play
without having to review and apply
basic fundamentals. The proper
approach should become second

nature, virtually automatic. Again I rely
on Mollo for an example. South is in
4S with the king of diamonds lead.

   An inexperienced novice would see
only three potential losers (1 heart, 1
diamond, and 1 club). As a result he
would win the first trick and begin on
trumps. When East immediately shows
out, the novice cashes a second top
spade and plays the king of clubs. East
wins the ace and leads the nine of hearts
to dummy’s jack. Our novice declarer
cashes the two club winners and then
puts West on lead with the trump
queen. West wins and leads a diamond
over to East. Another heart now
produces the fourth winner for the
defense. The complete hand:

   To avoid this, all our declarer had to

do was duck the first diamond. It is
now impossible for East to gain the
lead twice and lead hearts each time.
   Does the expert duck the opening
diamond lead because he can see the
end position at trick one? The answer
is no. The expert ducks the opening
lead because experience has taught him
a lesson. The expert sees that a diamond
loser is inevitable. To duck the opening
lead removes from the defenders the
ability to choose which one wins the
second diamond later in the hand. He
ducks in case that becomes important
or is of value to the defense. To remove
this option cuts the defenders’
communication and there is no reason
to leave them this ability.
   Work on your mechanics and
intelligent anticipation. The experience
will come. Watch carefully how expert
players play when at your table and
learn to emulate their “technique”. You
will be better for it.
   Let me hear from you.

   South stretched to respond to 1S and
then felt a little stuck after 3D. He was
not sure how many diamonds his
partner held in order to proceed to a
diamond game, didn’t really want to
go past 3NT, so south just hoped his
partner had some club values to go with
his Jack 3rd and bid 3NT. North could

have also bid 4D, but he worried about
having 3 losers in 5D, so he decided to
sit for 3NT. As you can see from the
layout above, 5D is cold, but
unfortunately that was not the final
contract.
   West led his 4th best spade, south
can count 3 spade tricks if he can get
to his hand, 1 heart and 5 diamonds if
the king is on side and he is allowed to
get to his hand. South cashed the AQ
of spades (revealing no worry about
the suit), and proceeded to put the
opponents on lead, with the slim hope
of getting spades continued. He knew
if he puts them in with a heart, that
they would probably switch to clubs.
So south played a club from dummy,
east holding the AK feared ducking the
trick to declarer’s possible CQ, as he
could count 9 tricks for declarer as well,
if he is allowed to win a trick in his
hand, take the diamond finesse and
possibly repeat it if he has the D9.
   East played his CK, low by south,
and west gave count with the C9. East
played the HK that held the trick and
continued with the H10 to the Jack,
queen and ace. Declarer exited dummy
with a third heart to west’s 9. A spade
return into south’s possible tenace did
not appeal to west, neither did a

diamond return from the Kx, so he
decided to return a club.
   The CQ would have cleared the
situation for the defenders, but there
was a chance that partner had AK
doubleton, so west returned a small
club. South pitched a low diamond from
dummy as east won his ace for the
book, (unblocking the D10 though
necessary to pick up king third on side,
would have probably been a red flag
for east).

    Now east back in knew declarer had
4 spades and 2 hearts from the lead
and the play so far. He also knew that
his partner had an even number of
clubs, probably two since declarer is
playing on the suit, so declarer must

be 4S, 2H, 2D and 5C. East returned a
diamond into the wheel, to stick south
in dummy, prevent him from scoring
his assumed black suits winners, and
to get west to eventually score his DK

The Webs We Weave to Play 3NT
on the 3rd round of the suit, as he
thought west had 4 diamonds. East’s
diamond went to the 10, south cashed
the ace dropping the king, making 3NT,
2 spades, 3 hearts and 4 diamonds.
