Over your 4S out
comes old black. You can show 2
keycards with or without the Q. If
you show the Q you need to guess
the Q of H missing 4. If you play
LHO you can pickup 10. Alas, the
Morse team only gained 1 for the
overtrick at 5Hs. The other slam
decided the match. Hessel and Ham-
man held 98753 AJ75 85 85. Part-
ner opens 2C and you bid 2D show-
ing at least 2 Q’s or a K. Partner
bids 2H, you bid 3H (better than
4H) and partner cues 4C. There you
are. 4H ended the auction. If you
move toward slam you need to play
well. Hamman heard partner open
2H and RHO bid 2S. After 2 passes
his partner duly bid 3H and Ham-
man just blackwooded! That earned
him the entire 13 IMP margin. In
retrospect | think | should bid 5H
implying good trumps but no sec-
ond round controls.

144 hands the margin is 4 IMPs.

CEDAR CREEK ELEMENTARY BRIDGE LESSONS

Allow me to introduce you to some
new bridge players at Cedar Creek
Elementary School in Westlake,
Austin, Texas.

Each month in a newsletter to bridge
teachers, the ACBL encourages read-
ers to participate in a program to
teach bridge to children. Using ma-
terial from the ACBL, | forwarded
information via email to over a dozen

schools in the Westlake area. No
response! In January, 2011 | devoted
a day to visiting these schools in
person.  Unfortunately, 1 was not
able to get past the volunteer Moth-
ers in the front office.

When | was scheduling bridge les-
sons with the Adult Education De-
partment in Westlake | asked for
help. A young lady in the office was
familiar with bridge because she is a
Great-Niece of Mike Capelletti. .

She was thrilled that | knew of her
Great-Uncle and suggested she
would intervene and pass on the
material to the Director of After-
School Activities.

Nothing happened for more than a
month and | thought the project had
no future. Then | received an email
informing me Cedar Creek Elemen-
tary School would like to start a Pilot
Program to teach children how to
play bridge.

The ACBL gives teachers material to

teach children “Mini-Bridge”. The
game is the same, but the bidding is
eliminated. The children in the pro-
gram were eager and exited to dis-
cover the game of bridge and they
learned very quickly. The fourth and
fifth graders progressed so well, |
was able to teach them some of the
bidding. They compared this to
“estimating” something they were
learning in math class!

This group of children will not im-
pact our generation of bridge players,
but I am sure some of them will play

bridge in high school or college and
join the ACBL. Young children don’t
consider bridge as something played
by “old people” and they learn it is a
thought provoking, competitive
game. The children go home and ask
their parents to play bridge with
them. Parents can read the instruc-
tions for the “Mini-Bridge” game I
send home and they can participate
in the game with their children

Can we hope this may lead to some
of the parents deciding to learn to
play bridge themselves?

Surely most of
us have heard of “Dummy Reversal”,
where tricks are ruffed in declarer’s
hand in order to establish the
Dummy as the “winning” hand. It
seems that Gary Anziani and the
usually unflappable Doug Cross were
partners when the following oc-

curred: Gary (North) held KQx/10/
KQJIxxxx/xx and opened 1D in first
seat. East bid 1H and Doug (South)
made a negative double. West
passed; North bid 2D and South
jumped to 3N. RHO dutifully led a
Heart and the dummy was revealed.
LHO won the first Heart with the
King and lay down the Heart Ace.
South and RHO followed suit. Cross
studied the dummy for some time
and called for a small Diamond. Ah,
the Dummy blurts out: “a Diamond?”’
and refused to play. Declarer in-
sisted: “yes, a Diamond!” at which
point Dummy commented: “You
can’t make this hand throwing away
your Diamonds” and refused to fol-
low suit. RHO (George Fillis) pro-
claimed “A Dummy Refusal!”, thus
recording the first Dummy Refusal
play ever! By the way, for those of
you working out the hand, after all
the laughter subsided, Doug Cross
(holding  AJxx/Q9xx/10/AKQX),
made the right play (belatedly con-
ceded by Dummy Gary (no offense!)
by throwing a Diamond, thus pre-
serving communication and made
5N. It seems that LHO ducked with
the Diamond Ace twice and in the
ensuing confusion, inscrutable Cross
stole the 10" trick with the Heart 9 at
trick 13! (Thanks to Gary and
George for this story!)

Table tidbits (Stuff you’d never
guess about the people who sit across
the table from you week after week):
We all see her as she magnificently
manages Turtle Creek and all its
tournaments without breaking a
sweat. Ever wonder how she does it?
Paula Wissman, who started playing
bridge in 2003, is an army brat, born
at BAMC (we won’t say when!) and
has lived in many places around the
world. She got a full scholarship to
join the first class of nurses at Walter
Reed Army Institute of Nursing and
logged three years of active duty at
Walter Reed. | daresay she learned
how to handle chaos very well as a
nurse...not to mention having to deal
with lots of pains in the ....army. She
taught at a NJ psychiatric institute
(need | say more?) and returned to
San Antonio in 1976 to be Director
of Nursing at Metropolitan Method-
ist.
