First place winners in A and the top
2 in B and C all receive $700 per
player from the ACBL.

The
others will not receive any com-
pensation from the ACBL, but
many units have supplemented
them in years past.

The event started by qualifying at
the club level and then qualifying at
a two-session unit final. The survi-
vors met at the district level and
played 4 sessions to qualify for the
national level.

Dear members of District 16

It is an honor to have been elected
President of District 16. | will do all |
can to be worthy of the position. |
intend to make the focus of my term
in office growing the membership of
District 16. Our District had 9,033
total members as of February 1, 2012,
and has been above 9,000 for the past
three months.  Being above 9,000
gives our district an extra regional
every year, which | view as a good
thing, so it’s important to keep it
above that number. There are only
two ways to grow our membership:
Attract more new members, and keep
the ones we attract.

Attracting new members

According to the ACBL, 25 million
people over the age of 18 know how
to play bridge in the US. If that per-
centage holds true for Texas, there
should be about 2 million people who
know how to play bridge in Texas.
The ACBL membership is a minis-
cule 0.5% of the Texas Bridge play-
ing population. To me that says that
the most promising way to attract new
members is to somehow induce those
Social Bridge Players to join us in the
duplicate world. ~ There are many
ways to do that, but all of them have
to include contacting the Social
Bridge Players and inviting them to
play duplicate. Programs to get them
“in the door” of the local club and/or
tournament, explaining the quirks of
duplicate, and protecting them at the
beginning from the rest of us ‘sharks’
have been used successfully in the
past.

Keeping the members you have

Of course, if someone is rude to a
new member the first or second time
they show up at a bridge club, they
probably won’t be back. That makes
behavior of current players of utmost
importance. We all MUST be polite

and welcoming to all players, but
especially to the newer ones, else they
will decide “I don’t need this”, and
vote with their feet. Units and Clubs
must actively support the ACBL’s
Zero Tolerance program. Good direc-
tors will take people who are behav-
ing badly aside and explain that be-
havior that violates the Zero Toler-
ance guidelines will not be tolerated.
Duplicate has a bad reputation that
was once richly deserved. Behavior
has improved dramatically over the
years and bridge clubs and tourna-
ments are much more pleasant places
to be today; at least that’s my percep-
tion. It also makes education impor-
tant, since if these new members al-
ways lose, they will soon lose inter-
est. We have lots of wonderful teach-
ers in District 16, Units should do all
they can to help put teachers and stu-
dents together.

An active Unit program of calling
those who don’t renew their member-
ships will go a long way towards
enticing those members to ‘re-up’, so
I encourage all Units to set up calling
committees. There are lots of other
ideas, I’m sure you have some of your
own. We all know duplicate bridge is
an addictive activity — if we treat
others like human beings they will
stay with us.

Units are Key

Units are the only cog in the ACBL
organization that can effectively take
the steps needed to grow membership.
Last July, the District Board of Direc-
tor approved a motion asking that
each Unit set up membership growth
goals with supporting action plans.
Several units have developed those;
they can be seen on the District web
site (www.d16acbl.org). Membership
trends are also shown there. | believe
that if all the units get active in pro-
moting membership growth, we can
send District 16 above 10,000 mem-
bers in short order. Thanks in ad-
vance for your cooperation and hard
work.

In our pursuit of ideas and opportuni-
ties for new players, Deborah
Brookins and I learned of ACBL’s
Inter-Club  Championship  (ICC)
games. We contacted ACBL to in-
quire and were explained the rules.

Any ACBL club can sign up to par-
ticipate. ACBL emails the hands and
the participating clubs play this tour-
nament right from the comfort of
their own local bridge house on the
same day and session. Scores are
then emailed to ACBL and they com-
pile them for overall tournament
results. Players have the potential to
win not just club masterpoints but
tournament ones too without having
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to travel.

We were also told that the regulation
concerning Inter-Club  Champion-
ships was passed in 1996 by the
ACBL Board of Directors. Interest-
ingly, there has not been a single one
of these events sanctioned since the
regulation was passed, until now.

We’re proud to announce that the
students at Bridge of the Permian
Basin Club (Midland/Odessa) and the
Bridge Center of Austin launched the
inaugural 199er Inter-Club Champi-
onship on February 19" We hope to
involve many more 199r players
across the state of Texas in future
Inter-Club  Championships. If you
think your club would like to join us
for the next one on May 14", please
contact me.

In October of 2011, some of our

Easybridge players participated in the
Abilene Sectional. The combination
of our players and other local stu-
dents made the 299er game. Accord-
ing to the Director, this was the first
time a 299%r has ever made in an
Abilene tournament. | asked who
was teaching some of these players
and was told Jackie Sonnenburg. |
called to ask her about her students
and to tell us her story.

“In Abilene Texas, the ACBL novice
bridge game started with a telephone
call to me from JoAnn Peterson.
JoAnn had taken some lessons from
me a few years earlier but had not
pursued ACBL duplicate
bridge. That was the beginning of a
wonderful group of bridge play-
ers. During the struggling times of
learning the eight week course, | kept
repeating that bridge can be fun when
I would hear them moan and groan.
Once they got through the eight week

course, they wanted to continue play-
ing duplicate. We started a student
game and | asked them to think of a
name for their group. They came up
with “Bridge Can Be Fun!” and made
bright notebooks with that title to
keep their ongoing notes. They all
joined ACBL and | became a certi-
fied ACBL Teacher and Director.

Those four tables have grown to nine
and the game progressed to a 49er,
then to a 99er and now a 199er
game. The camaraderie of this group
of players is amazing, never wanting
to miss the weekly game, enjoying
duplicate bridge and all the wonder-
ful treats we have each week. The joy
and future of playing duplicate
bridge awaits these players.”

You might notice that we have an
ad from our neighbors to the east in
Arkansas. 184 Texans made the Hot
Springs Regional in 2010 and they
were treated to a wonderful time.
Bountiful hospitality daily was
highlighted by a vast buffet between
sessions daily. The huge hospitality
room was a great place to visit with
many players from all over.

Nestled in a valley of the scenic
Ouachita Mountains and surrounded
by beautiful lakes and forests, Hot
Springs' natural beauty provides a
perfect backdrop for the vibrant
city. Named for the numerous natu-
ral springs, the town has a fantastic
climate, particularly in May. The
local fine arts community is in the
No. 4 position among “America’s
Top 100 Small Arts Towns” and the
spectacular national park is the old-
est federal reserve in the country.
There are 47 natural springs that
send water out at 143°F from deep
in the ground.

They are situated in Casa de
Carta, a 5700 foot? facility equipped
with state of the art computers,
blackboard, teaching facilities and a
full kitchen. They started with one
game a month in 1976 and have
grown steadily since then. By 1985
they had 3 open games and added
novice games. They had 85 mem-
bers. By 1991 they had 10 games
weekly.

They have done this with a dedi-
cated teaching program for players
at different levels and many work-
shops. They have courses at differ-
ent levels almost every day. They
have a mentor program and have
added Easybridge. They also have
kept card fees way low and offer
their classes at very modest
amounts. The clubs has a strong
sense of community and many play-
ers give up one session a tourna-
ment to contribute.
