As always, the San Francisco NABC
attracted a huge turnout, but unchar-
acteristically, no player from District
16 won an NABC event.

The
Reisinger is the premier team event
on the NABC calendar: three days,
using board-a-match scoring (where
any margin of victory on a board, no
matter how small, counts as a win),
with a brutal cut. Forty two teams
were reduced to twenty for Day #2,
while only ten teams survived to the
final! Bart displayed uncanny card
sense on deal after deal, but could not
catch the victors, who won their last
seven boards to prevail. In third
place was Bob Hamman of Dallas,
playing with former District 16’er
Justin Lall. Babu Koneru of San
Antonio was fifth. A terrific showing
by all!

Bart and Bob played as partners in
the Senior KO, and came oh-so-close
to winning the event-- they lost by
just three IMPs in the final. John
Sutherlin of Dallas and Dan Morse of
Houston finished 3/4, while Ira Hes-
sel of San Antonio and Joe Quinn of
Sugar Land ended up 5/8, knocking
out the heralded Meltzer team to
reach the quarterfinals. Don’t mess
with Texas!

Austinite Tobi Sokolow finished
second in the Women’s BAM. Her
record in this event of late is formida-
ble: she won last year, and was sec-
ond in ‘09 and ‘10. Tobi loves the
excitement of BAM, where every
over- or undertrick can swing the
result on a board. Too much pressure
for me; I'll take IMPs any day!

Anyway there were 13410 tables in
play 590 less than the expected
14000.

Don Mamula was elected President
for 2013 and | invited him to come
to Texas if his schedule allows .

A club may hold a mentor novice
game as an open game. Any special
game held in a club is eligible to be
held as a mentor novice game.

Grass Roots Fund month is moved
to January from December starting
in 2014.

Anyone who is a club manager or
director must be an ACBL member
in good standing with all service
fees and dues paid.

The ACBL shall remove the Student
Membership option. All student
members will be upgraded to Junior
Membership.

The ACBL and only the ACBL shall
be permitted to sponsor regional
tournaments at sea.

There are now Masterpoint Removal
Sanctions for any member found
guilty of a conduct or ethical viola-
tion.

The NABC 10K Swiss Teams will
be played the first Friday and Satur-
day of the Spring NABC.

Cell Phones are now allowed in the
playing area of NABC+ events,
however if they go off or make noise
you will be penalized.

The ACBL partnering with the Alz-
heimer Association will have a fund-
raiser on June 21, 2013 in the clubs.

Membership stands at 166,491; this
represents a 1000+ member increase
over 2011. The ACBL has signed up
9,830 new members during the first
10 months of 2012.

Total Regional, Section and STAC
table count is up about 1% for the
first ten months of 2012. Club games
table count remains steady, however
online games have gone up 10% to
750,000 tables.

The position of Director of Market-
ing and Communications remains
open. We are looking for someone
with the ideal mix of bridge knowl-
edge and marketing experience.

Phase 2 of the ACBL score+ project
has been completed. Phase 3 is in
progress. We are still looking for a
few programmers with bridge and
programming experience.

Our new Housing Bureau (TRAVEL
PLANERS) has started booking
rooms for the Spring NABC.

Starting in 2013 the ACBL will
become a client of GolinHarris, one
of the world’s leading global public
relations firms.

Starting in 2013 a direct mail cam-
paign will begin targeting the many
bridge players who win masterpoints
in clubs that are not members of the
ACBL.

An amnesty campaign to lapsed
members will be launched in Janu-
ary 2013.

During the first 10 months of 2012 a
total of $106,459 has been distrib-
uted to 235 qualified advertising
campaigns. This compares to
$124,608 to 278 advertisers thru
Oct. 2011.

I hope to see many of you at one of
our many Nationals.

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Grand National Teams 2012 — 2013:
Win A Trip To Atlanta

The District 16 competition for the
2012 — 2013 Grand National Teams
(GNT) began on September 1, 2012.
The Grand National Teams (GNTSs)
are one of two ACBL “grass roots”
events. The North American Pairs is
the other grass roots event in which
our players can win Red and Gold
points without leaving their unit area.
GNT competition moves through two
levels: (1) unit qualifying games for
‘B’ and ‘C’ teams and (2) the District
16 Finals which will be held in Dal-
las, on May 25 — 27, 2013.

GNT competition is divided into four
flights: Championship flight
(unlimited masterpoints), Flight A
for players with fewer than 5,000
masterpoints, Flight B for players
with fewer than 2,000 masterpoints,

and Flight C for Non-Life Masters
with fewer than 500 masterpoints.
Unlike Open events, the GNT district
final is a peer-based competition.
You get to take the measure of your
play vs. players of like ability. The
four flights compete separately at the
district finals. Winning teams in each
flight receive a subsidy to compete in
the Summer Nationals in Atlanta in
July 2013.

Flight eligibility was established by
ACBL’s September masterpoint cy-
cle produced on August 6, 2012.
Masterpoints won after this cycle do
not impact flight eligibility for these
events.

Flight ‘B> & ‘C’ players qualify for
district finals in unit-qualifying
games if their team:

Wins one-half or more of their
matches in a Swiss Teams (a tie is
one-half of a win)

Finishes average or higher in scoring
system used to rank teams (VP or win
-loss)

Finishes in the top 50% within a stra-
tum or flight in the scoring system
used

Note to directors: ACBLScore does
not always qualify every team eligi-
ble by the above rules. It might be
necessary to add manual qualifica-
tions before making the results offi-
cial.

We encourage all our district players
to participate in these events. Not
only is it fun, but you have a chance
to win a trip to Atlanta for the nation-
als and you only have to play people

within your own flight.

And by the time you read this, we
may already be in the middle of it,
but we’re looking forward to an out-
standing event and planning to make
it the best ever: Our Lone Star Re-
gional Tournament at the Marriott
Westchase runs January 28 through
February 3, 2013. This hotel always
works hard to help us have a great
tournament, and the Tournament
Committee, chaired by Paul Cuneo
and Chuck Ensor, with Jolie Hess
coordinating Partnerships, is the best!
Plan to “come on down!”

Finally, as promised, here’s a Fun-
damental tip, which is “Look to
Your Rebid.” This one became
crystal-clear to me in a learning ses-
sion with our very famous Eddie
Wold. It’s one of the most important
considerations especially when de-
ciding what-or whether—to open. If
you open a minor and then rebid it, it
should be six (some partners insist on
penalty of death!). Depending on
partnership agreement, if you open
with one of a suit and rebid INT, you
promise 12 to 14 HCP (no less, no
more). If you open one of a major
and rebid it, you promise six trumps
or for sure extra values. If your part-
ner opens one of a suit and you have
opening hand, you will probably
want to make a jump rebid. So make
sure your first bid will let you accu-
rately describe your hand on your
rebid. But then, we don’t live in a
perfect world, so there will be times
when you must tell the least lie. But
if you make a mental note to just
look to your rebid before you ap-
proach the bidding box, it might
help.

Absentee Voting Procedure

Any member may vote by Absentee Ballot. To vote absentee, a member must contact the Election Judges by U.S. mail, e-mail, or telephone requesting an Official Ballot. If the Voter is a member in good
standing an Official Ballot will be sent to the Voter at the voter's address of record, in a small unsealed envelope. Upon receiving the Official Ballot, the Voter should complete the ballot, seal it inside the small
envelope provided, and place the small sealed envelope inside another envelope addressed to the Election Judges. The back flap of the outside envelope must be signed by the Voter. If no signature is
provided, the ballot will not be counted. The Absentee Ballot must be postmarked no later than March 22, 2013, and must be received by the Election Judges no later than April 3, 2013, in order to be counted.

Two Proposed Amendments to Unit 174’s By-Laws at the Annual Meeting on April 7, 2013

The first will amend Avrticle VI Section 3 to change the minimum number of candidates for the Board that the nominating committee must generate. Currently it is 6.

The change is as follows: Said Nominating Committee shall meet prior to the mailing of notices of the annual meeting, and shall prepare a slate of Nominees with between 4 and six
candidates. With no incumbent elected directors running for re-election, the minimum would be 6 candidates. The minimum would be reduced by 1 for each incumbent elected di-
rector seeking re-election.

The second change is to Article VI Section 9 d concerning annual audit of the Unit's finances. The change would allow either an audit or a financial review with timing at the dis-
cretion of the Board. Proposed wording is:

To provide for an audit by a Certified Public Accountant or a review of Unit financial procedures, books and records by a competent independent reviewer. The frequency of the
audit or review will be determined by the Board of Directors.

(Bud) Boyce had the most influence
on developing her game and she says
that the biggest gift he gave her was
to teach her to think! I’ve heard it
told that Bud said he taught Mildred
everything he knew about bridge and
by the time he had finished, he had
forgotten it all! According to long
time family friends, the Davis family,
in Waco, Bud was mighty proud of
his girl! Asked about what advice she
would give to aspiring bridge players
who want to reach a new level of
play, Mildred says: “If you have the
opportunity to play with a better
bridge player than yourself, play.
Read bridge books. Learn from your
errors. Don’t make the same mistake
twice.”
