Jeff Dater and Rich Brandenburg Second in Red Ribbon Pairs

Well, Judy Garland may have found
what she was looking for in St. Louis,
but the same cannot be said for Dis-
trict 16’s top-flight players. No one
from our district came in first, second
or even third in an unrestricted na-
tional pair or team event. I’'m not
sure this has happened in all the time
I’ve been writing this column (more
than a decade, but I’ve lost track)!

There was good news, however, in
several restricted events.  Daniel
Jackson of Spring and Bill McCarty
of San Antonio won the North Ameri-
can Open Pairs Flight B. To make it
to the NAOP finals, you must first
qualify at the club, unit, and regional
levels. Then you get to compete
against the top pairs from other 24
districts (74 pairs played in St. Louis).
Daniel and Bill won the regional con-
test in January then averaged 57%
over four sessions in St. Louis. Nice
going you two--you did us proud!

In the Red Ribbon Pairs, Jeff Dater of
Dallas and Rich Brandenburg of Cop-
pell finished second. To say they did
it by the skin of their teeth is an un-
derstatement.  Less than one MP
separated second and fifth place, so
there wasn’t a fraction of a MP to
spare! The good news: they finished
35 MPs behind first, so they left noth-
ing on the table. I expect we’ll be
reading about their accomplishments
again in the near future.

If one is “the loneliest num-
ber” (according to Three Dog Night),
four was a popular number for top-
flight District 16 players in STL. Ira
Hessel of San Antonio was fourth
twice, in the IMP Pairs and Silver
Ribbon Pairs (less than one MP out of
third!). Steve Shirey of Fort Worth
was Ira’s partner in the IMP Pairs.
Houston resident John Zilic and Nagy
Kamel of Plano were fourth in the
Open Pairs. And in the Women’s
Swiss, Tobi Sokolow of Austin was--
you guessed it-- our fourth (event)
fourth.

A plethora of other District 16 players
had top 10 finishes in NABC events.
In the NAOP Flight A, Greg Hinze of
San Antonio and Hemant Lall of Dal-
las finished ninth. Greg also made it
to the quarterfinals in the Vanderbilt,
a particularly impressive accomplish-
ment playing on a 4-person team. In
the Silver Ribbon Pairs, Sally
Wheeler, The Woodlands, was tenth.
In the Platinum Pairs, Bart Bramley,
Dallas, ended up eighth. Georgiana
Gates, Houston, and Carolyne Fox,
Marvel, were ninth in the Women’s
Pairs. In the Women’s Swiss, Lynn
Baker, Austin, was sixth; Nancy Pas-

sell, Plano, and Peggy Sutherlin, Dal-
las, seventh; and Mildred Breed, Aus-
tin, and Shawn Quinn, Sugar Land,
eighth. In the Open Swiss, Mike
Passell, Plano, was sixth, and Dave
Swarthout, San Antonio, was ninth.
Finally, Edwin (Ted) Bain Ill, Hous-
ton, and Jeffrey Kroll, Conroe, fin-
ished tenth in the NAOP Flight B
Pairs.

The summer NABC will be held in
Atlanta, August 1-11, 2013. There’s
so much to do: go to a Braves game,
visit the Jimmy Carter Presidential
Library and Museum, pay your re-
spects at the Martin Luther King Me-
morial, take a tour of the state capitol,
or wander through the High Mu-
seum’s superb stash of modern art.
Of course, as a last resort, you can
always play bridge! The summer
nationals have great events for less-
than-expert players, including the
mini-Spingold and mini-Life Master
Pairs (with 0-1500 and 0-5000 events
in both teams and pairs), so you have
NO EXCUSE for not showing up.
Tobi and I will be taking attendance!

Heinlein) when you intuit your part-
ner’s interior landscape, intimately
and completely sharing the same line
of thinking. In other words, when
you really “get each other.” Doesn’t
happen that often or easily, does it?
But when it does, even for one game,
it’s sweet!

Judy and Steve Hoffman, partners in
life and in bridge. If you read Judy’s
blog (which you should!), she will be
the first to acknowledge that being
your spouse’s partner is sometimes
very difficult.

The Other Side: Famous People
Who Play Bridge

We all know about Warren Buffet
and Bill Gates, and their great contri-
butions to bridge for young people
(and some of us have even played in
the same rooms with them). And for
years we’ve been proud of Omar
Sharif and the attention he has
brought to our beloved game. But did
you know that General Dwight D.
Eisenhower, while planning the D-

Day Invasion, played bridge for re-
laxation and to keep his mind sharp?
(Tom Selleck, also an avid bridge
player, portrayed the great general in
the movie lke, available on DVD and
well worth your time.) United States
Supreme Court Justice Stephen
Breyer and his wife play bridge
regularly at their vacation home.
Designer lIsaac Mizrahi hosts a
regular Sunday afternoon game in
New York. And many of us will say
“amen” to Warren Buffet’s descrip-
tion of the game: “such a sensational
game that I wouldn’t mind being in
jail if 1 had three cellmates who were
decent players and who were willing
to keep the game going 24 hours a
day.” Wahoo!

Fundamental Tip

“In Tempo” means to bid and play
in an even tempo-not hurried, not
painfully slowly, and not with any
extra body language. Just “feel” a
tempo and move in rhythm to it
Ideally, you would take the same
amount of time to think for a bit,
approach the bidding box, pull your
card(s), lay it(them) in front of you,
and the next person is up to bat, so to
speak. Now, it’s not possible to do it
all the time like a robot, but it should
be a goal.

The same theory should apply to
your play, especially when defend-

ing. Use a calm, deliberate, easy
manner of playing your card. That
means you need to decide what you
are probably going to play in each
suit when the dummy comes down so
that you do not play too quickly or
take too long to decide.
