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As a Texan for the last 36 years, | can
safely say that the highlight of the
Chicago NABC was the weather, not
the bridge: it was in the 70’s and
80’s every day, with very little hu-
midity. However, the editors don’t
pay me the “big bucks” for my mete-
orological observations. They want
to know: how did District 16 players
fare in the national events? My reply:
“Sunny (two wins, one second and
five thirds), with scattered clouds
(very few other top-ten finishes).”
Justin Lall of Plano won the Open
Swiss Teams on the final weekend.
He’s been on a tear; it seems like I’'m
writing about him after every NABC
(he was second in the Open Swiss
this spring). Given how deep the
field is in national events, winning a
three-day national Swiss is almost as
difficult as winning the Spingold or
the Vanderbilt (seven-day knockout
events). Kudos to you and your
team!

Speaking of recidivists--Lynn Baker
of Austin followed her win in the
Women’s Swiss Teams this spring
with a win in the Women’s KO in
Chicago. This time, it was a nail-
biter: Lynn’s team was down by 8
IMPs with one board to go, but
picked up 9 to snatch victory by a
single IMP! Last summer, she made
the Wagar final, but lost by a 2-IMP
margin. And I thought it couldn’t get
any closer—foolish me. Congratula-
tions on your continued success!

Bogumil Knypinski of North Rich-
land Hills and Pawel Hanus of Car-
rollton were second in the 0-1500
Life Master Pairs. In ninth place
after the first day, they rose to third
after day two, and missed out on the
win by just over a board. Please join
me in congratulating them on an out-
standing performance.

Now for our district’s “bronze medal”
winners. [Note: It’s a metaphor—
unlike the World Bridge Federation,
the ACBL does not award medals.]
Bart Bramley of Dallas finished third
in the Life Master Pairs. Steve and
Nancy Kornegay of North Richland
Hills, Nancy Passell of Plano, and
Mark Bumgardner of Garland were
third in the 0-10,000 Mixed Teams.
Tobi Sokolow of Austin was third/

If an appeals committee finds the
same facts and bridge judgment as
the tournament director, it must

make the same ruling, subject to
attempting to persuade the Director
that another law, or a more correct
interpretation of Law, requires a
different result.

It was reaffirmed that individuals
that abuse their position of trust in
the handling of hand records will be
expelled from the league.

The ACBL revokes it's election of
12C1(e) in the laws of Duplicate
Bridge.

The online clubs received permis-
sion to offer an exciting new form of
Bridge: Online instant tournaments
where one person plays with 3 ro-
bots.

In addition to the open Regionals
allowed, a district may now hold up
to three limited Regionals per year
which may be any of the following:
Junior Regional, Youth Regional, or
Non Life Master Regional with an
upper limit of no more than 750
points.

Two strats are now allowed in Re-
gional pair games flight A B, & C.
A Distinguished Employee Award
was created to be called the Jeff
Johnson Award (Jeff was in charge
of directors and NABC's for years).

The Technology Committee contin-
ues their evaluation of options for
the next generation of ACBL-
SCORE and will have a recommen-
dation in the fall.

I recently had a serious talk with
an extremely good bridge player
whose opinion I respect, and I
want to share it. I have always
espoused mastering the funda-
mentals before adding compli-
cated stuff to your game. But I

also love all those gadgets and
anything that will let The Law of
Total Tricks help my partner and
me to find the right contract. We
all have to admit it: they’re just so
much FUN when they work, aren’t
they? But this particular cracker-
jack player convinced me that a
simple card works best. He said
that, rather than clutter up your
card and your game (and your
mind), with all sorts of bidding
conventions, it’s much better to
spend your energy in figuring out
where all the cards are—all 52 of
them. How can we set them? How
can we make one extra trick? No
one could argue with that, but I
hadn’t realized the seriousness of
that track. I know players who
don’t use many gadgets, and they
are not successful against those
who have a full tool box. But I'm
coming to believe that he’s right.
Even though experts like Larry
Cohen tell us that 2/1 is the great-
est system ever, and that ten years
from now, no one will even re-
member “Standard American,”
while other experts swear by Pre-
cision or Big Club systems, I think
my friend just might be correct,
and I'm going to play a simple
card whenever I get the opportu-
nity to play with him. But here’s
the caveat for all the rest of us:
Your partner must also be devot-
ing the same amount of energy to
the same kind of tactic. You must
both be searching for—and finding
—all the cards from the time the
bidding starts. Layer all the
knowledge that you get from every
source from the first bid or pass.
Guess it’s that way with any game
plan, isn’t it? I know John Zilic
plays a simple card, and I don’t
think anybody will argue that he
wins quite consistently. Let me
know what you think.

Sad Farewell: Oh, did we lose a
stalwart on August 3. Jean
Linzel, an Emerald LM with
nearly 8,000 MPs, passed away,
and it is a huge loss for Unit 174.
Not only we but the game of
bridge will surely miss her. Oth-
ers we lost were Lois Jean Ben-
son on June 6, Roy Paul on
June 20, Vincent Toepp on July
11, David Miller on July 23, and

26. The heavenly Tables have
been indeed enriched.

one of my favorite bridge books.
However, | only own the 2001 edi-
tion. It is a massive book, covering
subjects from the standards of bridge,
to conventions, to card combinations,
to winners of major tournaments, and
a listing of who’s who in US and
world bridge play. In short, it can
answer most questions on standards
of bridge, acceptable conventions and
who has done what in the bridge
world. If you can’t get a bridge ques-
tion answered in this book, then you
didn’t ask the right question! When I
bought my book back in about 2007, |
was pleasantly impressed that Austin
had 4 major players recognized in this
venerable publication as Leading
Bridge Personalities.

One named played was Tobi Sokolow
and for this month’s mini interview, I
contacted Tobi and asked her to tell
me more about herself. She gladly
shared and I’m delighted to do a bit
of an introduction to Tobi from this
perspective. Tobi originally comes
from Cleveland, Ohio, and graduated
from Ohio State with degrees in soci-
ology and biology. She worked in
social services for a time, then took a
position as a head hunter. It was dur-
ing this time, in her early 30s, that she
was asked to play bridge and sort of
said “why not.” She had never been
much of a card player, so was de-
lighted to discover how quickly she
caught on to the game. As she says, it
is not surprising to like something if
it is easy for you to grasp. Tobi was
hooked and only a couple of years
into playing, became a life master in
1978. The rest is history. She now has
over 20,000 master points, at least 4
world titles and at least 18 North
American championships. When
asked about advice for aspiring play-
ers, Tobi had this to say: “My best
advice for a player wanting to reach
the next level of bridge is to practice
brain games and teasers. One of the
most difficult aspects of the game is
staying focused, so when you play at
the Club, or a tournament, go off by
yourself at least five minutes before
the game to help you get in the
‘zone.” You chose duplicate bridge
because you are serious about the
game, so do your socializing after the
game is over.” Great advice, Tobi,
and thank you so much for sharing.
The Unit Board has begun planning
for the Unit’s two major 2016 tourna-
ments. The January sectional tourna-
ment will be January 7-10 and the
July Regional will be June 27 to July
3, both at the Crown Plaza. Please
note: neither tournament will interfere
with a major holiday. Larry Davis
will again be the Tournament Chair
for the summer regional.
