A Captain’ s Tale 

 from Wroclaw 
By David Sokolow 

 

As I'm sure you already know the 

US women won the 2016 world 

c h a m p i o n s h i p  i n  W r o c l a w 

(pronounced "Vratswaf"), Poland.  

Tobi was on the team and I was cap-

tain.  Last year, I captained Tobi 's 

silver-medal team in India.  Lest you 

have any doubt, it feels much better 

to win the gold than to be runner-up! 
 

The world championships are gruel-

ing. To make the finals, you play for 

14 days behind screens, so bidding 

takes longer than usual; you have to 

move the tray back and forth 

through the small opening until the 

bidding e n d s , then remove the 

tray.  Also, there is no oral communi-

cation.  All questions have to be asked 

and answered in writing.  Because the 

stakes are so high, you can't lose 

focus for an instant.  By day 's end, 

players are exhausted; it's a quick 

dinner, then bed. 
 

People assume being captain is like 

being on vacation. Far from it. Be 

fore we left, I copied the convention 

cards of the 16 teams in our round 

robin bracket plus t h e  5  teams in 

the other bracket we'd likely meet if 

we made it to the KO phase.  Total: 

441 convention cards (21 teams x 3 

pairs x 7 copies)--and WBF cards can 

be 20 pages long!  I highlighted un-

usual c o n v e n t i o n s  and com-

piled a defense database.  I helped 

players with travel arrangements and 

drug testing.  Say what?  The World 

Bridge Federation follows Olympic 

drug protocol; bridge players are 

subject to the same restrictions as 

Olympic athletes!  If you take a drug 

on the proscribed list (90 pages 

long), you must explain why and 

apply for an exemption.  I also had 

the sad job of finding a replacement 

for Juanita Chambers, who passed 

away a month before the event. 

 

In Wroclaw, I had to arrange for a 

taxi to take players to-and-from the 

venue 3 miles a w a y , make sure 

players were on time, determine 

who played each match, handle 

appeals, shop for snacks, deal with 

hotel snafus, make d i n n e r  r eser-

vations, serve as a sounding board, 

and provide moral support.  I had 

more demands on my time than I do 

as a law prof at UT.  Some vacation! 

 

We finished second in our bracket in 

the round robin.  As a reward, we got 

to pick our opponent in the Round of 

16 (we chose Australia).  The Condi-

tions of Contest determined our subse-

quent matches.  We had a tough draw: 

Sweden in the quarterfinal, China in 

the semis, and France in the final.  The 

team built up a huge lead by the pe-

nultimate segment of each match, so 

we could drop a few IMPs near the 

finish and still win.  A captain’s 

dream: no stress! 

 

We won the final by 74 IMPS.  Re-

venge is sweet!  France beat us by 9 in 

last year’s final.  Our team, ranging in 

age from 28 to 74, was awesome.  (I 

hate that word, but their bidding, de-

clarer play and defense did indeed 

inspire awe).  My follow-up article in 

the next issue will include some note-

worthy hands, so you have something 

to look forward to beside Xmas, Cha-

nukah, Kwanzaa, New Year’s Eve, or 

your personal holiday of choice. 

Bob and Hemant won the Senior 

Championship and Tobi was a mem-

ber of the Women’s Team. David 

captained the Wonem’s Team and 

Petra captained the Senior Team. , 

Juanita Chambers was on the 

women’s team when they won the 

Trials [US Women's Bridge Cham-

pionship], but passed away before 

the world championship was 

held.  The team dedicated the win to 

her."   

 

Bob played with Chip Martel of 

California.  Hemant played with 

Reese Milner and their other pair 

were  Jeff Meckstroth and Zia Mah-

mood.    

 

Tobi played with Janice Seamon-

Molson from Florida. Her team-

mates were Beth Palmer, Lynn 

Deas, Kerri Sanborn and Sylvia Shi. 

 

Bob has won one or more World 

Championships in 5 different dec-

ades!

Fundamental Tip: What do you 

think your partner is asking you to 

do when you are dealer and the 

bidding goes Pass-Pass-Pass-7 

Spades-Pass-Pass-Double-Pass-

Pass-Pass? You are on lead against 

this 7S contract your partner has 

doubled. Partner is about to turn 

blue from holding his breath that 

you will figure it out. What is your 

first instinct? It should be clear that 

Partner has a void and at least one 

spade, and that you should be able 

to defeat this contract if you lead 

his void.  George Rosencranz 

wrote a book many years ago that 

has stood the test of time and is a 

great tool today, called Trump 

Leads. I strongly recommend it to 

any level player. He describes this 

hand and tells us the double is a 

“Lightner Double,” which asks 

Partner to make an unusual lead 

against a slam.  It was developed by 

New York City’s Theodore Light-

ner for lead directing against a 
slam. You look through your fairly 

meaningless hand and note a six-

card heart suit to the 10.  Wouldn’t 

that be your best shot to hit Part-

ner’s void? As things turned out, it 

was correct, Partner was void in 

hearts, and the contract went down 

1. The 7-Spade bidder had A-K-Q-J

-10-9 of Spades, A-K-Q of Hearts, 

A of Diamonds, and A-K-Q of 

Clubs. (Heavy sigh.) From Feast to 

Famine, in one fell swoop.
