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2017 is turning out to be a very 

busy time for the ACBL Board.  

First, congratulations to Bahar 

Gidwani who has accepted the 

CEO position replacing Robert 

Hartman!  The CEO Search Com-

mittee, led by Jay Whipple, 

worked diligently with the candi-

dates and recommended Mr. Gid-

wani to the Board on May 20 in a 

special meeting.  Many thanks to 

Robert for his service to ACBL 

and best wishes for his future. 

The ACBL Score replacement 

project is ACBL’s highest priority 

for 2017.   The decision to replace 

it was made in 2011 due to the age 

of the code, difficulty with support, 

and problems with modern com-

puter operating systems.  At the 

Kansas City Board meeting there 

was a request for volunteers to 

help test the new system.  I re-

cruited Bert Onstott and in May we 

became “Alpha Testers” for the 

new system by using the new sys-

tem when we direct or manage a 

game.  The system is stable, func-

tions well, and computes results 

identical with ACBL Score.  

We’ve identified several needed 

program changes and improve-

ments to the documentation.  I’m 

optimistic about progress thus far.  

The rollout of the new system is 

expected in 2018. 

President Robert Heller chartered 

two taskforces at the start of the 

year and I was assigned to both.  

The Tournament Task force led by 

Margo Hennings is looking at the 

causes and potential remedies for 

the decline in attendance at re-

gional tournaments and regional 

events at NABCs.  Early on we 

identified two groups that account 

for a large majority of the decline.  

The first group, NLM (non-life 

masters), has the greatest decline.  

When I asked the reasons through 

the D16 newsletter for newer play-

ers and during discussions around 

the district, the first thing men-

tioned is the 500 masterpoint with 

200 pigmented points as the reason 

NLMs are not attending as many 

regionals.  Similar input has been 

collected by other taskforce mem-

bers around the country.  The 2nd 

group are those players around 

2000 masterpoints and we’re solic-

iting input from that group.  The 

Board will have a discussion in 

Toronto and look at potential solu-

tions. 

The Club Taskforce led by Kevin 

Lane is looking at how ACBL can 

better support the Clubs and their 

associated teachers to increase 

growth and promote healthy clubs.  

We’ve met with club managers and 

teachers and are currently solicit-

ing input from them by a survey. 

In Kansas City, the Board began a 

process designed to help us im-

prove our processes and be a better 

partner with our CEO and staff.  

We will continue that work in 

Toronto and we’re looking forward 

to spending time on this topic with 

Mr. Gidwani. 

Good news on the financial front 

as net income is $100,000 higher 

than budge through April even 

though Kansas City table count 

came in lower than expected.

Steve Lawrence 1924-2017 
 

Stephen (Steve) Jack Lawrence,1924 

previously from El Paso, Texas and 

Athens, Texas, died May 12, 2017 in 

Denver, Colorado. He was 92 years old 

and had been failing from the effects of 

Alzheimer’s disease for several years 

 

He was a platinum LM with 17,129 

masterpoints. The scorecard reported   

that he went over 15000 in 2003. He 

was second in the 1997 National senior 

teams..  

 

  Steve joined the marines at 16    and 

served in World War II. as a tech ser-

geant and navigator. He became fasci-

nated with bridge while watching com-

rades play during his return by ship to 

the United States after the war was 

over. He  graduated from the College of 

Mines and Metallurgy (later known as 

the University of Texas at El Paso) 

where he earned degrees in geology, 

mathematics, and physics. He honed his 

bridge skills when he started college in 

1947 by playing quite a bit of the time 

in the Student Union building.  

 

  He was a member of the ACBL for 

most of his adult life. He met his wife-

to-be Frances Ann Bianchi Cuen his 

last semester in college and they mar-

ried in April 1950. They spent the next 

10 years in West Texas, Oklahoma, and 

in South America in Bogota Colombia 

and Salvador da Bahia, Brazil where he 

worked as a petroleum geologist.  

Steve and Frances returned to the 

United States around 1960 and came 

back to El Paso,  . He retired from the 

Civil Service in 1984 and enjoyed many 

years of traveling around the country 

playing in bridge tournaments and 

teaching other players. 

  

After Frances died in 1993, Steve lived 

in Athens, Texas for over 20 years with 

Sara Granger. He and Sara were active 

at the bridge club in Athens and trav-

eled to local towns to play bridge and to 

direct the bridge games there. Steve 

contributed greatly to bridge in Unit 

225 and served as president of District 

16 in the 70s.  

  

 He was funny, cheerful, kind, incredi-

bly charming, and dashing, and like 

many of his generation who had known 

hardship and death, he knew how to 

laugh and how to enjoy life. His in-

domitable spirit will be missed.

Mike suf-
fers from severe macular degen-
eration, and Bob helped him with 
arranging his cards, whispering 
behind the screens about what 
cards were played and displayed.

-caught-cheating.html. The WBF 
found that the doctors coughed if 
they had fewer than two cards in a 
certain suit, and that the number 
of times they coughed indicated 
the suit of the shortage.  It also 
found that the pair had a separate 
coded coughing system to indicate 
the suit to be led when defending.  
 
Bridge Pro Alan Truscott wrote 
this headline in his New York 
Times column on June 25, 1982: 
“Bridge: Like Any Real Champion, 
Eddie Wold Always Tries” and 
gave this definition: “Among the 
qualities that make up a true 
champion are concentration and 
intensity: a willingness to put 
forth maximum effort at all times. 
“ If you play against Eddie these 
days, 35 years later, you’ll know 
those words still ring true. Surely, 
being able to decipher that cheat-
ing system while in the throes of 
trying to play championship 
bridge yourself is truly the mark of 
a champion. We are so proud of 
you, Eddie, and send you, Bob,  
and your team the absolutely best 
wishes for success in Lyon. 
 
Westside Bridge Academy was 
#15 on the “Top 50 Clubs” list in 
the May 2017 Bulletin, with 8.929 
tables in 2016. Congratulations!   
 
Bridge Club of Houston had a 
successful “Hot Diggity Dog Day ” 
game on Memorial Day, a sell-out, 
and will repeat the tradition on 
July 4, with hot dogs and sides at 
11 and game at 11:55. The events 
have become so popular that res-
ervations are required and players 
have to be turned away when the 
tables are filled!

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Wise folks tell us that change and 

progress are inevitable.

Say we wanted to fly to Atlanta for a 

business meeting. No luck, the first 

commercial flight occurred in 1914 

when some brave soul paid to fly in 

an open cockpit all the way from St. 

Petersburg, Fla. to Tampa, Fla. 

Maybe we’ll send an air mail letter to 

our cousin in New Orleans. Again, no 

luck, the first airmail wasn’t delivered 

until 1916.  

Let’s just drive thirty miles to Dallas 

for the afternoon.  The road would be 

dirt and gravel and a 1910 automobile 

might make the trip without breaking 

down, maybe. At the minimum, ex-

pect a few stops to change tires or 

patch inner tubes.  

Is nothing constant? In his 1910 

book, “Dalton on Auction Bridge,” 

W. Dalton says concerning defense: 

“. . . the leading through strength and 

up to weakness, never finessing 

against one’s partner . . . and above 

all, never playing a false card, they 

often do a terrible amount of harm.” 

Even as bidding systems evolve and 

conventions proliferate, the very ba-

sics of play and purpose of bidding 

have not changed since the game 

began. Maybe this is one reason we 

love bridge so much? 

Diane Washabaugh was kind enough 

to pass on the following good news. 

In her Monday Morning 0-1200 

Game, Steve Bennet and George 

Morey had an 80% game. How un-

usual is this? In last month’s “ACBL 

Bridge Bulletin” listing of over 75 % 

games, only two people in the whole 

country played 80 % or better. I can 

only quote Diane on this accomplish-

ment – “WOW!” Steve and George’s 

accomplishment likely will not make 

it in the “Bulletin” as that game is 

restricted. Pity, as they certainly de-

serve the recognition. 

Other outstanding recent games were: 

John Alexander and Brian Eaton with 

73.50% and Michael Childs and 

Richard Davidson with 70.08%. I’m 

reasonably certain there have been 

more 70 % plus results in the last 

couple of months. But if I don’t know 

about them, I can’t recognize them in 

the “Scorecard”. So please, players, 

directors, kibitzers, or whoever let me 

know when someone reaches that 

l o f t y  m a r k .   E m a i l  a t 

undbl@ATT.Net or by phone at 817-

361-1699.

While in the realm of outstanding 

results, in the recent Dallas Sectional, 

Unit 183 made its presence felt.

It  is with mixed feelings that I write 

this last article as Correspondent for 

Unit 187, Corpus Christi.  Fond 

memories of bridge friends will fol-

low me to my next, hopefully last 

move, to Vancouver Washington.  

Many of my friends know that all my 

family are in the West Coast.  I will 

enjoy the company of my sisters who 

live in Vancouver.  None of them are 

bridge players, but I will do my best 

to make then fall in love with the 

game as I had. 

I do want to thank many who sup-

ported me during my adventure of 

directing bridge & playing the game:.  

Mary Ross, Dee Schade, Martha De-

Cou, Barbara Estes, Melissa Plumb & 

club manager Bob Gerberich.  I had 

great and tolerant partners; too many 

to list them all.  I hope to see you all 

again at bridge tournaments or when 

visiting the Northwest.. 

Please meet one of our esteemed 

bridge player, Kim Cox.  Kim was 

born in Corpus Christi & attended the 

University of Texas undergrad & law 

school.  He started playing bridge in 

college.  He majored in economics 

but did a year of grad school in an-

thropology. 

Kim worked for the NPS in New 

Mexico doing archaeological field 

work in the 1970"s & first went to 

Belize on a project in 1985.  In 1991, 

Kim helped set up the Maya Research 

Program in northwestern Belize, & 

helped run the program every summer 

since that time. 

Kim met Carolyn Boyd in 2000 & 

was on her board of directors for the 

Shumia School in west Texas for 

several years.  Carolyn had written a 

book that was essentially her Ph.D. 

dissertation in 2003 that was the first 

attempt to interpret the spectacular 

rock art of the Lower Pecos Can-

yonlands.  She had become very busy 

with the administration of the Shu-

mioa School but in 2007 she deter-

mined to get back in to the interpreta-

tion of the artwork  and Kim agreed 

to help her..   

Together Kim & Carolyn incorpo-

rated a lot of new scientific tech-

niques for recording rock art, & with 

the White Shaman site they eventu-

ally produced the most accurate ren-

dition ever done of any rock art panel 

in the world. In November, 2016, UT 

press published The White Shaman 

Mural: An Enduring Creation Narra-

tive in the Rock Art of the Lower 

Pecos, which was their analysis of the 

2,000 year old panel that is probably 

the most widely known of all the 

large west Texas murals. 

Their book introduces several new 

approaches for interpreting rock art.  

Over eight years of intensive work, 

including identifying artistic puns, 

they figured out the language that the 

artists spoke (Corachol-Aztecan) 

which was the parent language to 

Nahuatl, the language of the Aztecs. 

From there, Kim & Carolyn identified 

myths recorded in the fifteenth cen-

tury among the Aztecs that can be 

identified in the rock art.  Their book 

shows the reasoning behind the se-

quencing of the application of the 

paint & the meaning of the colors.  

On December 21, 2012 (the winter 

solstice) Kim & Carolyn recorded 

how the shadow thrown on the panel 

by the setting sun spectacularly de-

capitates the moon goddess figure in 

the panel in what was almost cer-

tainly the same story that was re-

corded by early Spanish ethnogra-

phers among the Aztecs. 

Kim and Carolyn's book is a major 

departure from anything ever done on 

rock art & won the Society for 

American Archaeology's book of the 

year award which will be presented to 

them in Vancouver in late March.!  

Kim asserts that believe it or not, the 

book is actually very readable & has a 

large rendition of the panel on a sepa-

rate folder attached to the back cover.  

Everything in the book is published in 

color to meet the requirements for UT 

Press. 

Kim Cox is not only an avid arche-

ologist, & successful lawyer, but a 

very accomplished bridge player.  He 

also enjoys hiking the Colorado 

Rockies as vacation time.  The Cor-

pus Christi Club enjoys his company.
