The Hilton Hawaiian Village hosted 

the Fall NABC and Board meeting.  

The weather was great, the views 

spectacular and the people friendly.  

Congratulations to D16 winners 

Greg Hinze who won the Nail Life 

Master Pairs with his partner David 

Grainger, Hua Yang who won the 0 

– 10,000 IMP Pairs with his partner 

Yuan Wei Wang and to Virgil 

Massey and Charlene Sands who 

won the 0 – 6000 Mini-Blue Ribbon 

Pairs!!! 

 

Turnout for the tournament was 

disappointing at 6034.5 tables, 

down from the budgeted 7200.  I’ve 

only seen data back to 1990, but 

this was the smallest of NABCs in 

that time period.   

 

Here are the highlights from the 

Board meeting 

: 

Russ Jones from District 10 was 

elected ACBL President for next 

year.  Russ has chaired the Bridge 

Committee for the past two years 

and is a former ACBL Tournament 

Director.   

 

The Board hired Joe Jones as our 

Executive Director.   Joe had been 

ACBL CFO and stepped in as In-

terim Executive Director in May.  I 

chaired the Search Committee and 

after an extensive selection process, 

the committee recommended that 

Joe be selected and the Board 

agreed.  Joe has had a positive im-

pact and has established a partner-

ship with the Board.  I’m looking 

forward to working with him in the 

new role. 

 

The Board voted to establish a Mas-

terpoint Committee to oversee the 

changes in masterpoint awards.  

This committee will have ACBL 

staff members and three at large 

members.  We’re optimistic that 

involving interested members on 

the committee will improve deci-

sions as well as be more efficient. 

 

A motion was passed to allow Dis-

tricts that have 8 or more teams 

competing in their District GNT 

finals in Flights B and C to send 2 

teams to the finals at the summer 

NABC.  I’ve supported this motion 

as it encourage more participation at 

all levels in this competition. 

 

For the past two years, there have 

been experiments with Knockout 

events to make them more attrac-

tive.  Revisions were finalized for 

the changes which allow reduction 

of bracket sizes to make the compe-

tition fairer without disproportion-

ate reduction of masterpoint 

awards. 

 

A motion to eliminate the require-

ment to announce a standard 15 to 

17 high card point range was de-

feated.  The majority of the board 

felt the risk of unauthorized infor-

mation passing between players 

outweighed the benefit of the 

change.  More players are using 

variable no trump opening ranges 

depending on position and vulner-

ability which would aggravate the 

situation. 

 

I hope all of you have enjoyed a 

great holiday season and doing well 

in the New year.  I look forward to 

seeing you at the Lone Star Re-

gional in Houston from February 4 

– 10.

I hope you’re up to the chal-

lenge! 

 

Greg Hinze of San Antonio won the 

Nail LM Pairs, named for legendary 

D16’er, Bobby Nail.  This is Greg’s 

third NABC title, his first in a pair 

event.  In fourth place after qualifying, 

he parlayed 63% and 55% games in 

the finals to victory.  Congratulations, 

Greg, on an impressive victory! 

 

Hua Yang of Plano won the 0-10,000 

IMP Pairs, one step up from his runner

-up finish in the 0-10K Mixed Swiss 

this summer.  He played steady 

bridge: third after the qualifying 

phase, second after the first final, and 

first when it counted.  He also had top 

ten finishes in two other NABC events 

(see below)!  I have no doubt we will 

be hearing a lot more from him in the 

future. 

 

Virgil Massey of Driftwood and Char-

lene Sands of Pflugerville captured the 

0-6,000 Blue Ribbon Pairs for their 

first NABC win.  As their frequent 

opponent and sometimes teammate, I 

can testify that you would be hard-

pressed to find a nicer pair.  They had 

a massive 67.25% in the first qualify-

ing session and played well enough 

down the stretch to win by a two-

board margin.  You did Austin proud!

This year’s edition attracted 71 teams.  

Justin also finished fourth in the LM 

Open Pairs and seventh in the Open 

BAM Teams.   Nice showing, JLall! 

Bob Hamman of Dallas finished sec-

ond in the Senior KO Teams.  Bob is 

one of the all-time greats.  Even in his 

80’s, Bob continues to play at a world-

class level.  To paraphrase Cole Por-

ter, “He’s the Top!”  ‘nuff said. 

 

Ellen Hessel of San Antonio and 

Peggy Sutherlin of Dallas were runner

-ups in the Women’s Pairs by less than 

half a board.  Although this is Ellen’s 

first time in the national spotlight, she 

should be familiar to all of you as co-

Executive Editor (with hubby Ira) and 

Managing Editor of our esteemed 

district newsletter, Scorecard.  Peggy 

is a many-time national champion and 

was a member of the all-Texas squad 

that won the women’s world team 

championship in 2000.  Kudos to you 

both! 

 

A bunch of D16’ers had top-ten fin-

ishes in NABC events [note: where 

there were fewer than ten places over-

all, only players who made the over-

alls are listed].  Babu Koneru, San 

Antonio, finished eighth in the prestig-

ious Reisinger BAM Teams.  Tobi 

Sokolow and Claudette Hartman, Aus-

tin, came in fifth in the Women’s 

BAM Teams.  Dan Morse, Houston, 

wound up seventh in the LM Open 

Pairs.  Hua Yang, Yan Song, and 

Yuanluo Wang, all of Plano, landed 

seventh in the 0-10K Swiss; Ellen and 

Ira Hessel, San Antonio, were ninth.  

Yan and Yuanluo also finished eighth 

in the Women’s Pairs.

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There’s good  news to report about 

education initiatives in District 16.  

One of those is ACBL’s new teacher 

certification program.  The Best 

Practices Workshop replaces the 

Teacher Accreditation Program  that 

was in place for many years.  The 

new program emphasizes “how to 

teach” rather than “what to teach”.   

The Dallas Unit hosted the first BP 

workshop in District 16 prior to their 

Labor Day Regional.  I was one of 

14 participants.  It was my view, and 

I believe, that of my classmates that 

it was very worthwhile. It will be 

offered again prior to Houston’s 

Lone Star Regional on Feb. 3-4.  

Betty Starzec did an outstanding job 

of teaching the class in Dallas and 

will be the instructor at Houston 

also.   

 

Another class typically offered at 

one or more of the Regionals is the 

ACBL Director’s Course. One of 

these is planned prior to the San 

Antonio Regional in July. 

 

Another new initiative is the estab-

lishment of a Teaching Materials 

library on the District website.  It 

includes donated material which can 

be used by teachers or studied by 

players of a wide range of abilities 

who want to improve their game.  

Just go to the website and click on 

Teaching Materials to see what is 

available.   

 

I’d also like to share information 

about two new initiatives in my 

home unit (San Antonio) that might 

be of interest to others.  This past 

year the Unit Board approved the 

establishment of a lending library.  

Our unit has one commercial club 

which offers games on a daily basis.  

The club agreed to provide space for 

the library.  The Board approved a 

$1000 budget for shelving, supplies 

and book purchases, and Unit mem-

bers were invited to consider book 

donations.  There were several gen-

erous donations, and we now have 

over 600 volumes in our collection.  

Usage has been good and feedback 

favorable.  Circumstances will vary 

in other Units.  Some may have no 

commercial club with daily games, 

and a few may have several such 

clubs.  Start-up costs can be reduced 

with donated shelving and fewer 

purchased books initially.  We did-

n’t pursue monetary donations, but 

that may work in some Units.   

 

The second local initiative is new 

for us, but it has been around for 

years, primarily in larger commer-

cial clubs with strong efforts to re-

cruit new players.  That is to sched-

ule an “ask the expert” session after 

the game.  Players can stick around 

to ask questions about hands just 

played.  Sometimes the expert may 

encounter a good “teaching situa-

tion” in one of the hands and intro-

duce the technique involved.  We 

asked one of our Board members to 

coordinate the program, which con-

sists of recruiting the experts.  At 

this point, the program is scheduled 

only on Monday afternoons, follow-

ing the typically largest game of the 

commercial club.  As I was writing 

this, I recalled a version from 50+ 

years ago.  As a new player at a 

weekly game of about 9 tables in 

Kingsville, we had a group of 8 or 

so who adjourned to the local beer 

joint to debrief.  That model has a 

lot of merit, but maybe shouldn’t be 

sponsored by bridge Units.  Alterna-

tively, I suppose someone might 

show up with a bottle of vino.  I 

encourage you to try...at least...the 

Victorian model. 

 

If you check out the Teaching Mate-

rial library I described above, you’ll 

find an invitation to donate similar 

materials.  I’d like to invite you to 

share information about education 

programs which are working in your 

Unit or clubs.

Barbara Seagram Visits Unit 174 
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Last time we looked 

at three of the clubs in Unit 172, 

Boerne, Kerrville and New Braunfels.  

This time let’s look at Gonzales and 

San Antonio. 

When the call went out from the 

Alamo in 1836 for men to come to 

their aid in fighting off Santa Anna, 

the only place that responded to the 

call was the town of Gonzales.  After 

all, Gonzales was the place where the 

revolution started and spawned the 

motto, “Come and Take It”.  Gonza-

les has games every Thursday and 

Sunday afternoons starting at 1:00 at 

the Heights hosted by Charlotte Wil-

son.  They average 3 to 4 tables, 

which used to be higher but again age 

has taken many of the players away 

from the game.  They used to have 18 

tables.  They always have snacks and 

the players alternate in bringing des-

serts.  Charlotte gives lessons to help 

generate interest in the community 

and they have some special games.  

They are a real friendly club, and 

Charlotte can sometimes arrange for a 

partner for those who call in advance. 

The city of San Antonio was founded 

300 years ago in 1718 and was origi-

nally named for St Anthony of Padua 

whose feast day coincided with the 

founding date.  The full name of the 

city was San Antonio de Valero, get-

ting the latter part of the name from 

the Viceroy of New Spain, the Mar-

quess of Valero.  Today it is officially 

the seventh most populous city in the 

United States and the second largest 

city in Texas.  Although the Fiesta 

Bridge Club in San Antonio was not 

established at the same time as the 

city, it has been around for a long 

time.  Games are held in their own 

building.  Currently Laurie Levin is 

the club owner and she hosts open 

games 7 days a week, Monday 

through Saturday at 11:00 am and 

Sundays at 1:30.  She also has an 

express game on Tuesday evenings at 

7:00 pm.  There is also a session 

strictly for 199ers at 1:00 on Tues-

days and for 499ers on Thursday.  

The latter has a lesson at 6:30 with 

the game starting at 7:00.  Laurie 

herself has a supervised bridge camp 

on Mondays at 12 noon to 2:30 with a 

mini-lesson and set hands to play. 

The open games average about 14 

tables, with 7 for the 199ers and 5 for 

the 499ers.  The express evening 

game has about 5 tables. 

Laurie always provides snacks and 

beverages and on Thursdays offers an 

accumulating Jackpot for any pair 

that does not score lower than 2 on 

any board.  It generates a lot of ex-

citement.  The first Wednesday of the 

month is a celebration of players with 

birthdays in the month when they get 

a free play if their birthday is in that 

month.  Every Wednesday also fea-

tures a light lunch. 

The level of play at the club is aver-

age plus plus, as Laurie says.  Fiesta 

offers the Common Game every day 

and players from the club routinely 

and consistently show up in the top 

20 nationwide.  There are lots of les-

sons available as well as the super-

vised play for newcomers. 

They have an ambassador program at 

the club so that there is always some-

one available to play every day even 

for people who walk in at the last 

minute with no partner.  A mentor-

mentee program sponsored by the 

Unit Board is also available at the 

club. 

People who play there say that this is 

unlike other clubs they visit on their 

travels.  The players always seem to 

make everyone feel very welcome.  

The bright and airy environment of 

the club also contributes to a condu-

cive atmosphere for playing cards. 

Rebecca Brown, the President of Unit 

172, says that all the clubs have diffi-

culties with the aging of the bridge-

playing population, but that the Unit 

is vital and dynamic.  There is a lot of 

energy and a good spirit in the bridge

-playing community.  So long as 

everyone is promoting having a good 

time at the table, the future of the 

Unit is strong.  “As time goes on,” 

she say, “faced by the complexities of 

the game and the demands everything 

else places on each of us, it is the 

association with like-minded people 

enjoying a good game that is most 

pleasing.”

By the time you read this,  our Holi-

day parties will be history.  There’s 

something special about this time of 

year. It starts when you enter the club 

house and the beautiful decorations 

put you in a festive mood. People are 

friendlier and play nicer. The dealing 

machine is more forgiving and the 

queen lays over the jack more often. 

Oh, folks still call the director, but 

usually not through clinched teeth. 

The food is delicious and plentiful. 

Then that moment comes when the 

director calls out, “The next door 

prize winner is table four, east.” You 

have won a gift boxed whatchacallit. 

At least you now have a present for 

Aunt Maude. It would be foolish to 

single out one party as special, but the 

Unit 183 party on December 22 was 

well attended with great food and 

interesting door prizes. With that I’ll 

move on wishing everyone a joyous 

holiday season and a prosperous and 

healthy 2019. 

In our last issue we discussed some 

time honored bridge clichés. This 

time we’ll look at another one. “Go 

with the odds.”  What does this really 

mean.  If you have the choice of play 

A which works 51% of the time, and 

play B which works 49%, then, in the 

long run, you are better off to try A 

over B. This is really so close a 

choice, many other factors could 

affect your decision. This includes all 

bids and plays made before you have 

to make a decision. 

While, all that has gone before, is 

always a consideration; a bridge 

player’s interest should be directed to 

choices with a wider range of out-

comes. These are the most basic: a 

simple finesse (50% chance of suc-

cess); when opponents hold six cards 

in one of your suits that they will 

divide three-three  (36% chance); 

when you are missing five trumps 

they will divide three-two (68% 

chance); and the old stand-by “eight 

ever, nine never”. This means of 

course, with an eight card suit finesse 

for the queen, with nine cards play 

AK to drop the queen.  The odds of 

the drop are 52%, versus 50% for the 

finesse. 

When you go against any of these 

odds, or the dozens of others not 

mentioned, you are in for a bad score. 

For example, say you are in a four 

spade contract, with eight spades 

missing the queen. With queen third 

onside, you play AK for the drop. 

The queen is now a winner. So you 

score 420 rather than 450. As every 

duplicate bridge player knows, one 

trick can be the difference between a 

good board and a very bad board. 

This has only scratched the surface of 

a topic you can write a book about. In 

fact people have written books on the 

odds at bridge. Of these, one that is 

considered among the best is Hugh 

Kelsey and Michael Glauert’s 

“Bridge Odds  For Practical Players”.  

It’s published in the UK, but is avail-

able from Barclay-Barron and Ama-

zon, et al. The book contains a wealth 

of information and numerous real life, 

practical examples. But unless you 

are into statistics, parts of it will cure 

insomnia. 

To conclude, always remember, every 

bid or play you make is conditioned 

by all that has been said and done 

before. 

Congratulations to Jane Walker (no 

relation) on making Silver Life Mas-

ter.          And, as always, please, 

every director, teacher, and player let 

me know when someone does some-

thing outstanding.

Llano Estacado Bridge Unit 197 

originated in 1958.  The Unit in-

cluded both Plainview and Amarillo.  

Today, Amarillo is part of another 

Unit and the Plainview club is no 

longer in existence.  Calver Curry 

became the first Unit 197 president 

but did not finish his term.  Frank 

Poindexter filled in during 1958-59 

and was elected to serve a full term in 

1959-1960. 

 

Duplicate Bridge in Lubbock has a 

nomadic history.  During the begin-

ning years, Duplicate Bridge players 

were vagabonds.  They frequently 

changed playing venues, shifting as 

often as the West Texas winds.  Be-

fore finally locating in its permanent 

location on 74th Street, Duplicate 

Bridge games were played all over 

town, frequently the Country Clubs. 

 

Unit members wanted a permanent 

facility and personally committed 

time and money in helping build the 

Center.  The lot was purchased from 

TIME-DC, Inc, a truck freight com-

pany, on April 26, 1977.  A proposal-

contract to build the current Bridge 

Center was submitted by Tusha 

Buildings, Inc, on May 31, 1977.  

The Bridge Center became a reality 

and the first Duplicate Bridge game 

was played at its present location 

October 1, 1977. 

 

Unit members enthusiastically con-

tributed their time and money to meet 

the cost this new obligation.  They 

joined together in fund raising activi-

ties such as garage and magazine 

sales, collected aluminum cans, and 

held bake sales.  Each person contrib-

uted at least a $100 to help reduce the 

indebtedness.  Their efforts showed 

remarkable success and the bank note 

was paid in full June 7, 1983, in five 

and a half years. 

 

The Bridge Center has received many 

gifts since 1983.  There were volun-

teers who served on different pro-

jects.  When there was a need to pro-

vide or repair, they gave their time, 

money and labor.  Over the years, 

examples include: materials for the 

eaves around the building, various 

kitchen fixtures such as an electric 

range, microwave, and an ice ma-

chine.  When new, more comfortable 

chairs were needed, everyone con-

tributed at least $90 per chair, and 

some purchased more than one.  With 

so many people possessing generous 

hearts, thing have always gotten 

done. 

Many players remember Marguerite 

Marquam helped to keep alive the 

game she loved, serving many years 

as a teacher and director.  We honor 

her memory with the annual Margue-

rite Marquam Memorial Charity 

Game. 

 

Our Legacy is incomplete and an 

evaluation of current our status is in 

order.  We admit that organizations 

like our become stagnant.  We have 

fewer Bridge players than previously.  

At the same time, we have fewer 

replacements and the average age of 

the membership is 86, making us the 

third oldest by player age in the entire 

country. 

 

New President Gayle Miller has com-

mitted herself to increasing member-

ship.  We provide games to transition 

social Bridge players to Duplicate.  

Education Chairman Leane Thorn-

berry presents basic convention 

classes prior to 299er games Directed 

by Betsy Bloechl.  Education is key, 

and we are looking at new classes 

and games that will attract new mem-

bers.  Transitioning one or our night 

games to an afternoon encourages 

folks who no longer want to drive at 

night.  We invite District 16 clubs 

and Units to share their methods of 

increasing membership growth.  Let’s 

start a real conversation about mem-

bership growth that will benefit us 

all! 

 

We’re saddened to announce the 

passing of Rebecca Howard.  She 

died surrounded by family on No-

vember 28,, 2018 in Colorado 

Springs, CO.  She was a member of 

Unit 197 for over a decade, and en-

joyed playing as well as teaching.

dance floor.
