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Welcome to springtime in Texas!

While the ACBL is increas-

ing your access to earning pig-

mented points at clubs, it is impor-

tant to immerse ourselves in the 

deeper fields of competition that are 

generally available at tournaments.

Your District 16 Board of Directors 

met on February 9 during the Lone 

Star Regional in Houston. Among 

other things, the Board resolved as 

follows:

Each Unit must decide whether its 

membership shall receive the Score-

card in print or digitally. Units are 

strongly encouraged to survey their 

members to insure that their decision 

reflects membership preference 

since the decision will affect the 

entire Unit (i.e., a “digital only” Unit 

will not receive any printed copies.)   

 

Your Unit representative is sup-

posed to inform either Jim Bauer or 

me about the Unit choice by March 

31. In the event we don’t hear from 

your Unit, the default choice is print 

copy. We begin a two-year trial, 

beginning with the May/June, 2019 

edition, during which time the price 

of the printed subscription will 

probably continue to be $3.60 per 

member per year (with the possibil-

ity of an increase) while the digital 

subscription will be approximately 

$1.51 per member per year.  

 

In an effort to increase participation 

in the NAPs, the District will have 

this year be a trial during which 

anyone qualifying at a club game 

will be eligible to play in the District 

finals; a Unit qualifier will not be 

required, but certainly a Unit may 

offer a NAP game.

This year 

there is a strong board consensus to 

develop a plan which was started 

last year but not completed due to 

the press of other activities.

In January   86 pairs competed in Aus-

tin, for the honor of representing D16 

in the National NAP finals in Memphis  

during the Spring Nationals in March.  

There were 32 pairs in A, 38 pairs in B, 

and 16 pairs in C. The total had been 

relatively steady for the last decade, 

proving to be a major event on the 

District schedule. Last year we had 107 

pairs and this year it was the lowest 

turnout since 2002, when only 74 pairs 

showed up in Houston. That number 

grew rapidly. There have been several 

low turnouts recently. The highest in 

the last 25 years was 2011 with 130 

tables, 38 in A, 56 in B and 36 in C. 

This year there was a 33% increase in 

the overall mps awarded. 

 

 Three pairs in A and 4 each in B and C 

qualified to  compete in the Spring 

NABC in Memphis. They also receive 

subsidies from the ACBL that is aug-

mented by District 16:

The event is  a 4-part sequence that 

began at qualifying club games and 

proceeded to a 2-session Unit final. 

Players then advanced to the District 

final, where all flights played 4 ses-

sions, 2 qualifying and 2 finals. After 

the final results were tallied the na-

tional qualifiers were: 

 

The two top pairs in flight A were a 

couple matchpoints apart, and over 4 

boards ahead of the field. The battle for 

the third spot originally had  5 pairs 

separated by less than 2 matchpoints. 

After a series of scoring changes that 

took several days, 4 pairs were sepa-

rated by ¼ of a board. 

 

Jeff Dater and Scott Nason, second this 

year, won the  national NAPS last year.  

Daniel Jackson has won the flight B at 

the National finals, as well as the GNT, 

and it is nice to see him qualify  for the 

top flight.  

 

I was third originally and remarked,  

“Well, at least the pairs that beat me 

out were all good friends of mine.” 

Then I realized that just about everyone 

in my flight are really good friends of 

mine! This event helps build camarade-

rie as well as skill. That is one of the 

big reasons why I love bridge so much 

and always want to support the special 

events. 

 

 The top flight draws a very strong 

field and is quite a bit stronger than 

most pair events at regionals or sec-

tionals.    

 

Players really enjoy the NAPS and 

GNT. There is always a high level of 

enthusiasm in both. The GNT will be 

Houston in April. It is another great 

event that the District generously sup-

ports. Details are on page 2.

District 16 meeting, it was decided that each individ-

ual UNIT could choose to receive the Scorecard by  

a) printed, mailed, as well as digital (the way it is 

now) or b) ONLY DIGITAL.

award—Buck Buchanan from Ft. Worth. 

 

Buck began teaching in 2013, reaching 

out to players whose bridge skills ranged 

from beginner to advanced. Since that 

start, he has narrowed his focus, finding a 

niche among "advancing" beginner to 

intermediate level students. Throughout 

his teaching career, he has continually 

presented challenging and growthful ma-

terial, built a solid rapport with his stu-

dents, and demonstrably raised the levels 

of skill and enthusiasm for the game of 

bridge. 

 

Two features may help to differentiate 

Buck from other teachers. The first is that 

he works common themes through every 

class, not just relying on students to tie 

lessons together. The constant "drumbeat" 

includes being aggressive in partscore 

bidding, always counting tricks and mak-

ing a plan as declarer, and many other 

threads that should become second nature 

to improving players. 

 

The second is that he teaches unconven-

tional topics. These include how to build 

and nurture a partnership, how to handle 

discouragement, and how to be physically 

and mentally ready for tournament play. 

This genre of subject is one to which stu-

dents are seldom exposed, and class dis-

cussions often turn out to be lively and to 

reflect a sense of relief at being able to 

talk about these things. 

 

Finally, Buck is very experienced at adult 

education, having spent 21 years as a 

consultant in the field of organizational 

development (teaching people how to 

work better together). His bridge presen-

tations are delivered with the same good 

humor and gentle, non-threatening ap-

proach that proved so valuable in guiding 

participants during these career years. 

 

Here’s a quote from one of his many stu-

dents who sent letters on Buck’s behalf: 

“He spends countless hours preparting for 

each  clas, as all bridge teachers do, but he 

puts the “F” word in every class—FUN!  

He uses the perfect combination of theory, 

facts, and enjoyment in each lesson.  His 

sense of humor, coupled with his com-

plete knowledge of the material, puts the 

class at ease—an environment very con-

ducive to learning. “

Joe Jones, our Executive Director is 

off to a good start and is working to 

build a strong partnership with the 

Board.  We’ve welcomed five new 

board members for 2019 and I’m look-

ing forward to working with them. 

 

The ACBL Score replacement project 

was slowed as the AS400 Steering 

Team work took priority for a good 

part of 2018.  The first phase is “Live 

for Clubs” and it will be rolled out to 

clubs this year.  This phase removes 

the masterpoint calculations from 

ACBL Score and moves that and the 

financial part to the Cloud.  Clubs will 

continue to use ACBL Score for game 

setup and operation.  The next phase is 

for tournaments and that will be done 

in 2020.  The AS400 replacement 

should be completed no later than 

2021. 

 

In addition to Strategic Initiatives, I’m 

assigned to Governance.  We intend to 

bring forward a restructuring proposal 

for consideration.  I think there is 

broad consensus that both the Board of 

Directors and Board of Governors are 

too large.  The challenge is to find a 

pathway that 2/3 of the Board will 

support in order to enact the required 

bylaws changes. 

 

Management will be rolling out some 

new incentive programs for teachers 

and clubs that recruit new members as 

well as revising membership options.  

I’m expecting an end to the Temporary 

Membership as a result.  Look for 

announcements no later than July 1. 

I hope all of you are looking forward 

to the Spring tournament season which 

includes the Longview regional in 

early April as well as the Memphis 

NABC and lots of D16 sectionals.

“Pass,” by you. 

     “Pass.” 

     “One heart,”by partner. 

     “Pass 

     “Two clubs,” by you. 

     “Pass.” 

     “Pass,”by partner. 

     A silent groan by you. “OMG, he 

forgot Drury, AGAIN!” 

     This is known in the lexicon of 

bridge as a partnership misunder-

standing. The only people who never 

have partnership misunderstandings 

are the people who don’t play bridge. 

The forgetting of a convention or 

action you have both agreed to is 

only one form of misunderstanding. 

(For simplicity I’ll use a shorter term 

for misunderstandings -– glitch.) 

      

Other glitches we have are the dual 

understanding situations, where you 

think a bid means one thing, but your 

partner thinks it means something 

else. An example would go some-

thing like this:  “I thought your three 

hearts bid showed a heart stopper,” 

“No, I was asking if you had a heart 

stopper.” Here is another common 

example. If you play with people who 

use Bergan Raises, you will hear a lot 

of, “I thought we played three clubs 

as stronger than three diamonds.”   

      

We also have the “We never dis-

cussed that did we” strain. My favor-

ite example of this goes back many 

years. In Saudi Arabia, playing in a 

game with numerous expats on 

board, two British chaps were play-

ing together for the first time. Their 

bidding went like this: “One No 

Trumps  --  Four Clubs  --  Four 

Spades   (a long silence ensued here)  

--  Five hearts  --  Six Diamonds (an 

even longer silence)  -- Six Hearts  -- 

(a cheery) Six No Trumps.” 

    

Their minus two hundred was the 

only negative score in their direction. 

A zero. What happened? The no 

trump opener believed four clubs was 

Gerber and responded accordingly. 

When his partner invited slam, he 

was “off to the races.” However, his 

partner was playing South African 

Transfers, where four diamonds and 

four clubs transfer, respectively, to 

four spades and four hearts. As we 

saw, his brave attempts to get to a 

heart contract only made things 

worse. Just what you might expect 

from a couple of palookas, right? 

Wrong, both of these players were 

life masters in the U.K. If fact the 

declarer had been an occasional part-

ner of the late great Jeremy Flint. 

      

While these cover the most common 

causes of glitches, there is one more 

to consider. This I would dub the 

“Temporarily brain dead syndrome.” 

      For an example of this, once more 

I’ll delve into the dark, musty ar-

chives of bridge. The scene is an 

international tournament circa 1968, 

the clock approaches midnight, it is 

the twenty-sixth board of the third 

session that day. One of the great 

Italian teams is playing for a champi-

onship. After spirited bidding, Tony 

Ravioli (not his real name) is declar-

ing. Using his outstanding card play-

ing skills to the maximum, he goes 

down one at four hearts. Ravioli’s 

only problem is that his contract was 

three no trump. 

       

The moral of this is that glitches hit 

even the crem de la crem of bridge. A 

greater moral came only moments 

later, when his partner shook his head 

slowly and said, “Tough break, if the 

queen of spades had been on side you 

would have made it.” This is akin to 

baseball. When a teammate muffs an 

easy play, you say, “Nice try.” Be 

kind to you partner. In theory you are 

playing together on the same team. 

     While glitches are part of bridge, 

they also produce bad scores. There-

fore, the secret is not to eliminate 

glitches, which probably can’t be 

done, but to reduce their occurrence. 

A couple of glitches can ruin an oth-

erwise decent game. Next session 

we’ll call on some of Unit 183’s top 

players for ideas on how this can be 

done.
