Summer is always a busy time with 
lots of tournaments, vacations and 
activities.  The Summer NABC will 
be held in Las Vegas and promises 
to be a very large tournament and 
in my view has the best playing 
schedule for players that prefer the 
morning/afternoon schedule of 
regional events. 

ACBL is doing well financially in 
2019 due to higher than expected 
attendance in Memphis and lower 
costs at Headquarters.  The outlook 
for the remainder of 2019 is also 
good.   

However, there are some disturbing 
trends.  The first is that member-
ship continues to decline, down 
1.6% from 2018 and new member 
recruitment is down 7.8% for the 
same period.  When coupled with 
declines in regional tournament 
attendance of 6.7% and sectionals 
of 3.9%, versus 2018, our future is 
not very rosy. 

New incentives for Teachers and 
Clubs to recruit and retain new 
members are being introduced and 
I hope we get a boost in new mem-
ber recruitment.  New members are 
our future and each of us has a role 
in welcoming the new players and 

helping them get integrated into the 
bridge community.   

Data has shown that new member 
retention is linked to getting new 
members actively playing and win-
ning masterpoints.  Creating a 
friendly environment in the clubs, 
taking an interest in new players as 
individuals and encouraging them 
as they learn and progress is vitally 
important in my view. 

Each of us can help!  Together we 
can turn these unfavorable trends 
around! 

Kristen Frederick has joined the 
ACBL Educational Foundation as 
Executive Director.  She will be in 
Las Vegas and looking for opportu-
nities to meet players from 
throughout ACBL.  The past sever-
al months have been dedicated to 
getting our committee structure in 
place and I’ve been asked me to 
chair the Finance committee of the 
Board.  In addition, I’m chairing 
our Liaison Committee which will 
have ACBL, ABTA (American 
Bridge Teachers’ Association) and 
Ed Foundation members.  We’re 
looking forward to enhancing our 
partnerships as we work on our 
joint missions of having more peo-
ple playing bridge. 

I hope each of you have a great

The NAP cycle began in June!  This 
year each District will have the op-
portunity to send 3 A pairs, 4 B pairs 
and 4 C pairs to the national final. 
This prestigious event is staged in 
qualifying rounds at the club and 
district levels. It culminates in a final 
held in conjunction with the 2020 
Spring NABC in Columbus, OH. 

During June, July and August, you 
have the opportunity to earn half red/
half black 81.8% sectional rated 
points at your own local club. Each 
club is allowed to hold two NAP 
games per sanction per month.  Alt-
hough you only need to qualify once 
to advance to the district level, you 
can win extra points all summer 
long!  This year the district board 
voted to allow everyone who quali-
fies at the club level to play in the 
district final held January 18 & 19 in 
San Antonio. District finals award 
gold points for section firsts and 
overalls. Flight C is 25% gold for 
overalls. Other masterpoints in all 

flights are red. 

The games are flighted: (Flight eligi-
bility is based on the June 2019 mas-
terpoint cycle which is run May 6, 
2019: A (Open): B (0 to 2,500) and 
C (0 to 500, NLM) Pairs who qualify 
at the District level are eligible to 
play in the NABC in Columbus. Last 
year ACBL paid a stipend of $700/
per person for those who qualified 
1st in the District final and $300/per 
person to the 2nd place qualifiers 
who played in the National event. In 
addition, there are no entry fees for 
the National event once you have 
qualified.  

District 16 adds additional monies to 
each of the qualifying pairs. Qualifi-
ers must play in the national event to 
receive the stipend. 

ACBL awards the District with most 
tables in play at the club level an 
additional subsidy in flights B & C, 
so support your clubs when they hold 

qualifying games. We have won this 
extra subsidy in flight B several 
times in recent years, but we need 
more C tables in play in order to get 
the additional subsidy in C.

4H jamming the auction so Bart and 

Kit missed 7. I was surprised that 

after the 1S opening no other N ven-

tured 3H. Preempts are a 2 edged 

sword and Bart passed a hand with 

AQJxxx of hearst, vulnerable, in the 

seniors that had a better ending. The 

opponents had to find the Q of spades 

in a slam contract missing 4. When  

there was a preempt they worked out 

Qxx in the other hand so Bart’s si-

lence earned a slam swing.

George Rosenkranz  
1916-2019 
 
Long time District 16 stalwart George 
Rosenkranz, both an icon of duplicate 
bridge and steroid synthesis, passed 
away June 23. 
 
Dr. Rosenkranz won 12 NABCs and 
was second 15 times. Many of those 
events he partnered with Eddie Wold.  
His wins include the Vanderbilt, 
Reisinger and the Blue Ribbon pairs. 
 
George represented Mexico in 3 Olym-
piads and the USA in the Bermuda 
Bowl. He also wrote 12 books on 
bridge and created the Romex system 
and the Rosenkranz double and redou-
ble. 
 

Dr. Rosenkranz also pioneered chemistry both industrially and academi-
cally in Mexico. He  and his company, Syntax, was notable for the syn-
thesis of cortisone, progesterone and the development of the birth control 
pill.  
 

Eddie Wold writes “This was truly a sad day for me, as I thought my 
friend, mentor, bridge partner, ski instructor, table tennis opponent, etc. 
would live forever. I had the great pleasure of meeting and partnering 
with George in 1977. We were constantly tinkering with our system and 
learning the game together. We went on to win many nationals and get to 
the semis of the Bermuda Bowl. George finished playing by winning 2 
KOs at the Santa Clara regional playing 4-handed when he was 90! He 
quit to take care of his second child who had cancer. I was lucky enough 
to be with him at his 100th birthday party. The next day he went to Stan-
ford to present the scientific achievement award named in his honor. He 
and his equally incredible wife Edith will be remembered as two of the 
most cherished individuals ever to grace our game. “

ACBL has a regis-
tration link, as well as detailed 
instructions, on their Longest 
Day website.  Once a club has 
registered, it will show up as a 
Longest Day participant. All 
Alzheimer’s games are eligible 
for upgraded masterpoints, 
63.6% sectional-rated black.  
 
Held during the week of June 
21, 2019 – the longest day of 
the year – the event symboliz-
es the difficult journey of those 
living with Alzheimer’s and 
their caregivers. Clubs, teach-
ers, tournaments and players 
are invited to form fundraising 
teams and hold special games 
(upgraded masterpoints), teach 
lessons, conduct raffles and 
beyond. “ 
 
The ACBL is not just the top 
group in fund raising for The 
Longest Day, but contributes 
more to the Alzheimer’s Asso-
ciation than the next nine 
groups combined. Over 250 
groups   from the ACBL give 
direct donations to the Alzhei-
mer’s Association and over 
500 clubs run games to donate 
money to the cause. 
 
We have received communica-
tion from several clubs and 
units. It looks like  this year 
our clubs and Units have done 
a wonderful job to contribute. 
We will include the actual in-
formation we received. We 
will include several more as 

we receive them . g 
  
“Fiesta Bridge Club raised a 
grand total of $1800. Thanks 
to everyone for your very gen-
erous donations for the Raffle 
Tickets. Thanks to the experts 
who offered to play in a future 
game in order to raise money. 
Larry Levin very generously 
offered to play with all the 
people who put a ticket/tickets 
in his box. If you put a ticket 
in Larry’s box, please see Lar-
ry to make arrangements 
to play some time with him. It 
may take a while for him to get 
to play with everyone. Fiesta 
Bridge Club donated a book of 
Free Plays. Because we ex-
ceeded our target, we are giv-
ing an extra 5 Free Plays to a 
second draw.  
 
“ Five of  Unit 174's clubs 
participated in “The Longest 
Day” during the week includ-
ing June 21, the longest day of 
the year: Apple DBC, Bridge 
Club of Houston, Clear Lake 
Bridge Club, Star DBC, and 
Westside Bridge Academy. 
Fundraising avenues included 
silent auctions for play with 
Pros and raffles for free play 
certificates. We are well aware 
of how fortunate we are in the 
Houston area to have SO 
MANY great bridge players, 
who donated their time for the 
Alzheimer’s Foundation. 
 
Donations are still coming in, 
but it looks like the total raised 
by Unit 174 will be more than 
$20,000! Bridge Club of Hou-
ston held an Open and a Nov-
ice game on 6/19 with both a 
raffle and silent auction for 
plays with pros. They raised 
$2,090 and were visited by a 
member of the Alzheimer’s 
Association. Star Duplicate 
Bridge Club held its game at 
Pebble Creek Country Club in 
College Station and raised 

$2,000. Clear Lake Bridge 
Club raised $6,165 on its sec-
ond participation in the event 
with two sessions and 41 ta-
bles, with many members do-
nating time, supplies, food, 
and other non-cash items. 
Westside Bridge Academy had 
51.5 tables spread over 3 ses-
sions, an expert panel discus-
sion, and dinner donated by B. 
Haznedar. They anticipate 
exceeding the $10,000 they 
raised last year, with donations 
still coming in, thanks to the 
great help of 20+ Pros. Finally, 
at Apple DBC, club manager 
Paul Cuneo asked, “Is there 
anyone in the room who 
doesn’t know somebody with 
Alzheimer’s?” Not one person 
among the 25.5 tables (102 
players) on 6/17 raised a hand.  
 
“Unit 197 is excited to have 
participated in the Longest 
Day event, June 19, 2019.  
Bonnie George chaired the 
committee and the event was 
advertised in advance in our 
weekly Club Newsletter.  Par-
ticipants were encouraged to 
wear purple, bring a snack, and 
donate.  The Unit increased 
playing fees an additional four 
dollars and the Chairman re-
quested additional donations.   
Last year we collected $680; 
this year $1,140!!  None of us 
were quite sure what we were 
doing last year but having par-
ticipated gave us confidence 
this year.  If your club hasn’t 
hosted a Longest Day event, 
we highly encourage you to 
participate next year.  We will! 
 
“Bridge Studio at Cedar Creek 
participated in the Longest 
Day.  They had the most suc-
cessful fundraiser yet. They 
raised a whopping $7260!  It 
was a fun-filled day of Bridge, 
food, and a live auction. Glo-
ria, the director, said she was 
so proud of the players and 

their support with 12 teams. It 
was a great day for supporting 
Alzheimer's Association.” 
 
“2019 was a “scale-down” 
year for U201.  As a partici-
pant in The Longest Day since 
ACBL’s inaugural year in 
2013, U201 has held silent 
auctions, sold lunches, named 
games for loved ones, part-
nered with our “pros,” sold 
tickets for special items, 
played bridge games, and re-
quested donations.  Our efforts 
in 2013-2018 resulted in al-
most $40,000 towards the po-
tential prevention and/or cure 
of Alzheimer ’s disease. 
 
Our focus this year was on 
securing donations and enjoy-
ing a day of bridge.  Due to the 
generosity of the members of 
our three clubs in Beaumont, 
Orange, and Rayburn Country, 
U201 collected over 
$7,500!  Considering our aging 
membership and reduced num-
bers due to relocations and 
illnesses, this was quite an 
accomplishment.  Special 
thanks are extended to Tipton 
Golias who underwrote the 
pizza lunch that was enjoyed 
by members, Ed Rasmussen 
who donated his director’s fees 
for games in Beaumont and 
Orange, Shanna Briggs who 
shared the story of her mom’s 
struggle with a form of early-
onset Alzheimer’s and inspired 
each of us to contribute to the 
cause, and Linda Briggs who 
made sure that all players had 
partners for the games.  The 
Longest Day 2019 was a team 
effort for U201.

The Kerrville Sectional Tournament 
was held at the beginning of May.  
It’s always a beautiful time to play 
bridge in the Hill Country of Texas.  
Despite an hour delay on the I-10 
freeway one day of the tournament, 
everyone’s nerves finally settled 
down enough to have a great time at 
the bridge table.  Because of schedul-
ing problems, the tournament was 
changed to May this year but will 
return to the usual March schedule 
next year. 

I spoke with Greg Hinze at the tour-
nament and congratulated him on 
coming in third/fourth in the Vander-
bilt KO’s at the NABC Memphis 
nationals.  I asked him what the dif-
ference was in playing at that level as 
opposed to club events, and he re-
plied that everyone knows exactly 
what they are doing so that the play 
is at the highest possible level.  He 
said that is what he lives for in play-
ing bridge. 

That reminds me of a quote from 
Michelle Segar, a behavioral scientist 
at the University of Michigan.  She 
said, “Athletes who exercise to lose 
weight…do not always drop the 
pounds, leading them to give up.  I 
also wonder how beneficial it can be 
to exercise in such a negative way 
where you’re constantly thinking, 
‘I’m not good enough, and I do not 
like my body.’ Who wants to keep 
that up?”  This is a theme for all of 
us at bridge which is inherently a 
difficult game and one that takes 
years to master.  The rest of us not at 
the level of players like Greg Hinze 
need to focus on the positives of our 
game and enjoy the progress we 
make, not just the results on any 
given day.  It is impossible to keep 
playing if we constantly think we are 
not good enough. 

This month I thought I’d introduce 
you to the story of Yesh (pronounced 
Yash) Singh, who can be recognized 
at the Fiesta Bridge club by his con-
stant smile and warmth.  Yesh was 
born on the family farm in a small 
village, where there was only a hand 
pump for water and no electricity.  
Yesh was the first among all his 
ancestors to live outside his village, 
not just the first to go to college.   

After placing first among his peers in 
middle school and high school,  he 
studied engineering in college.  Prior 
to his entry, Indians were not al-

lowed to attend college, only the 
British colonists.  The practices of 
the British were still carried on when 
he was in college so that everyone 
had to dress for dinner and all stu-
dents were required to have a serv-
ant. 

Of all the students in his class, Yesh 
came in second in his final exams.  A 
few years after graduation,  he was 
contracted for 5 years to work in the 
USSR.  Upon completion of his con-
tract, he migrated to the US where he 
got his PhD in mathematics. 

After quitting industry, he joined 
UTSA as an associate professor and 
became the chair of the department.  
He retired in 2012 and is the first 
emeritus professor of mechanical 
engineering  and the first Fellow of 
the American Academy of Mechani-
cal Engineers at UTSA. 

Yesh started playing party bridge 
while he was at UTSA and tried 
duplicate for the first time at the 
Regional tournament(!) in 2017. 

The thing he likes best about bridge 
is the nice people he meets while 
playing.  He has a lot of fun at the 
bridge table and at the club.  But the 
thing he likes least is the bad plays 
he makes.  They sometimes keep him 
awake at nights, a condition which 
I’m sure all of us have had at one 
time or another. 

Please make sure you say hello to 
Yesh the next time you see him at 
the club.
